RIFLE SH TING 
Training Week 7-12 July 
With the expectation of freezing weather and windy conditions, the members of the Sydney High Rifle Team 
were all ecstatic to start the week of training in Canberra. Old Boys Sam Kremer, Joe Banh, Ishan Nadkarni, 
Daniel Comben, David Chan, Anthony Xu, Jacky Yang, Brendan Leo, and Yujin Wu acted as our coaches and 
mentors. 
 
The conditions in Canberra were much harsher than Hornsby, where we would compete for the GPS Premiership. 
Training in unpredictable wind and rain meant that shooters and wind coaches were challenged, yet exceptional 
scores were posted. In particular, John Huang posted his first two possibles (both 50.7), Minghao Wu posted his 
first possible (50.4), and Terry Fong posted his first possible (50.5), an excellent effort from all three! The 
conditions worsened on Thursday, the day of our training for All Schools Competition, where a heavy fog 
prevented us from shooting until 10am. Once the fog lifted, however, the efforts of our training showed, with 
some inspirational scores posted. The whole fullbore shooting squad worked hard during training week and left 
Canberra with promising developments. 
 
The Fiona Reynolds All Schools Match 13th July 
The team was primed and ready to take on the Fiona Reynolds Memorial All Schools Match upon arrival at the 
ANZAC Rifle Range in Malabar at 7:30. The teams were announced with high expectations after the exceptional 
results of our week of training. The three teams were as follows: “Sydney High Foxtrot” with Terry Fong, Jeremy 
Chan, Bill Deng, Dominic Tran, and Wilbert Wu (Captain); “Sydney High Tango” with John Huang, Evan Han, 
Jack Zhou, Minghao Wu, and Timothy Tran (Captain); “Sydney High Whiskey” with Ciaran Farrell, Keller Huang, 
Desmond Chiang, Nick Phillis, Sam Phillis, and James Jiang (Captain). The competition consisted of three 
matches of 10 shots, at 300m, 500m, and 600m. 
 
Focusing on one shot at a time, we easily dominated the first range, acquiring a 10 point lead and striking awe 
into our competitors’ hearts. Congratulations to Terry Fong and Jeremy Chan, who shot 49.4 and 49.3, 
respectively. However, we didn’t fare as well on the second range, where the terrain between our position on the 
mound and the target channelled the wind in unpredictable ways. Despite this challenge, Sydney High Foxtrot 
came second at the 500m range, just one point behind TAS. Finally, at the 600m range, Sydney High Foxtrot 
placed third at that range, 6 points behind TAS and a single point behind Scots. With a grand aggregate of 
713.54, Sydney High Foxtrot won the All Schools Match 4 points ahead of TAS (709.43) and 13 points ahead of 
NEGS (700.39), giving us a glimpse of our opponents’ strength ahead of the GPS shoot. 
 
GPS Day 1 
The Sydney High Rifle Team had high expectations after the win at All Schools coming into the GPS competition. 
We were greeted with clear weather and little wind at Hornsby Rifle Range, perfect conditions for a shoot. 1st & 
2nd Grade was announced at the beginning of the day, with 1st grade for the first day consisting of: Wilbert Wu 
(12) as captain, Dominic Tran (12) as vice-captain, Bill Deng (12), Jeremy Chan (11), Terry Fong (11), Minghao 
Wu (11), Timothy Tran (10), Desmond Chiang (10), Sam Phillis (11), and Jack Zhou (10) and 2nd grade 
comprised with: James Jiang (8) as captain, Nick Phillis (10) as vice-captain, Sam Phillis (11), Jack Zhou (10), 
Evan Han (10), Keller Huang (10), Ciaran Farrell (9), and John Huang (9). It was 1st grade competing that day 
for the Rawson Cup, two matches of 7 shots at 500m & 600m, and the NRA Shield, a single 10 shot match. 1st 
grade performed well at the first range, though met difficulty at the second, which resulted in High placing 3rd for 
the Rawson cup. At the 10 shot match at 600m, the 1st team picked themselves up and posted great scores, in 
particular a perfect 50 out 50 with 5 centres by Terry Fong. Though the team put up a valiant effort, we lost to 
Scots by only 1 point, placing us second in the NRA match, and 2nd overall in the Premiership for the day. 
 
 
 
 

 



GPS Day 2 
The morning of Day 2 of the GPS Shoot was 2nd grade’s turn to compete for their premiership. The 2nd grade 
team was the strongest High has ever produced in a long time, and this reflected in their performance at the first 
stage of their competition, a 7 shot match at 500m. Remarkably, their total was only 1 point behind that of what 
1st grade scored on the first day at the same range. This strong performance followed onto to the second 7 shot 
match at 300m. 2nd grade had built an unassailable lead on the other GPS schools early on, and though they 
were met with time constraints towards the end, they managed to beat the clock with a grand aggregate of 524 
with 32 centres and taking the 2nd Team Premiership Match for 2013. This is the first time High has ever 
achieved this in the school’s history at the competition. Highest individual score from the second grade team & 
the 2nds Premiership Match overall was 69 with 6 centres out of 70 by both Sam Phillis and Ciaran Farrell.

Although 1st grade was down by 8 championship points from the leader, we were not ready to give in to defeat 
and proceeded that day with the intention to win the Buchanan Shield. This was a feat that has occurred only 
three times in the shield’s long history, with the last time being 12 years ago. We began with a single 8 shot 
match at 300m. By the end of it, High was behind TAS and Shore by a handful of points and so it all came down 
to the second stage, the snap shoot. Notable scores in the snap included 7/1 shot by Wilbert Wu, the highest that 
was posted for the snap shoot overall. 1st grade had taken the lead midway through the stage and maintained 
that lead till the end, making High the winners of the Buchanan Shield with a grand aggregate of 587 with 15 
centres. This placed us 2nd overall in the 1st Grade Premiership, only to be beaten by 1 championship point by 
the winners, Scots. High managed to get three shooters selected into the GPS Combined Team - Wilbert Wu, 
Dominic Tran, and Terry Fong, with Wilbert becoming captain of the combined team.
