Principal’s Address

[The following is an edited version of the address
given by the Principal at the Annual Speech Night
and Prize-Giving.]

istinguished guests, special guest Mr. Phil
DTresidder, members of staff, parents,

students and particularly the class of
2002, welcome to our 119th Speech Night. I
would like to thank all the people who have
worked to support and facilitate the achievements
we honour this evening. On a personal level, I
express my thanks to Dennis Briggs from the P &
C, John Kaldor and Andy Chow from the
Foundation, John Gerofi and most particularly, to
the tireless Bob Outterside, who ran the selection
criteria campaign last year with such dignity and
skill and who continues to work long hours for the
school on two sensitive and complex matters.

All the public attention last year was centred
on the selective criteria and process debate and us
not playing King’s at rugby. I believe the selection
criteria controversy brought back to life an issue
that the Minister was perhaps happy to see die in
February. Much debate in the press ensued. The
major issues have been canvassed in the High
Bulletin. Hopeful signs from the Discussion Paper
press release late last year are that coaching
colleges may be regulated and that a writing test
will be seriously piloted, after the results of a
previous flawed attempt were buried.

My colleague GPS Heads strongly supported
our continued participation in the rugby
competition. We have brokered a solution to the
rugby issue, with us fielding at least ‘A’ teams in
age groups 13-15 (and 16s able to play down if not
selected for first grade) and a first grade side. Our
place in the 16s competition will be filled by St.
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Gregory’s at Campbelltown, as a short term
measure. Up to four of our second grade fixtures
may be played by TAS’s first grade, the rest by St.
Gregory’s. We hope to rebuild our playing
strength in 2003-4 as a result of these initiatives.

In reviewing what the school achieved in
2002, I am most pleased with the reduction in
HSC UAIs below 80 to 7.5%, significantly lower
than the than the figures for the last 5 years. Of
note is the increase in UAIs of 90 or above to 130
or 76.5% of reported UAls. Our most pressing
performance goal is to reduce the percentage of
UAISs below 80 to zero and increase UAIs at 90 or
above to 80% within 3 years. 174 boys accepted
university places - two are going to TAFE and two
went into full time employment.

It was gratifying to observe the bedding down
of the Living Skills program for Years 7-10. Once
fully evaluated and refined, I believe this program
will assist in the culture change and redefinition of
masculinity that the school community is working
towards. We are gathered together as a community
of scholars. Our principal purpose is to prepare
students for high academic achievement. Respect
for persons should guide our behaviour.
Understanding of ourselves is a precursor to
understanding and valuing the diversity we find in
others. The Living Skills program is designed to
move us towards this ideal learning community.
We are planning to develop a study group concept
for the senior school, where groups of boys, under
the guidance of teacher mentors, will support each
other’s learning. We need to establish a more
caring and cooperative learning culture to raise
overall outcomes.

Our leadership program has also matured. An
effective relationship between the Student
Representative Council and the Prefects has
enhanced the status of and broadened the
participation in the leadership program. Peer

Support and Mediation training have together
deepened our prospective leaders’ understanding
of the nurturing role of leadership.

The Student Award Scheme has been refined.
I am most heartened by the participation rates in
each year. Upwards of 50 boys per year are
qualifying for awards in a scheme which is
gradually becoming more rigorous. Our target is
one third of boys in each year, progressing through
from bronze awards in Year 7 to the impressive
trophies awarded here tonight to our recent
alumni.

I was encouraged by the way that staff tackled
the issue of how to enhance Band 6 HSC
performance  across the board during
2002.Improved pedagogy will result. I was
pleased at the grouping experiments for structural
acceleration undertaken by a couple of
departments. I believe our use of purposeful
grouping into Year 7 and banding in other years
will bear fruit as we adapt our policy to the
disparate and individual learning needs of our
students. I have had a personal interest in
extending tertiary level courses to secondary
school students since I wrote on the subject to
academic boards at the major universities in 1999.
I was particularly pleased that the university
developed, dual accredited Mind and Morality one
unit course was organised as a joint venture with
Sydney Girls High, with very short notice towards
the end of the year. Our first semester delivery
model and joint hub school concept are ground
breaking. A class of 15 students commenced
yesterday. My thanks go to Mrs Varady for
inspiring so many of her girls to take the up the
challenge. I hope more of our boys do the same in
2003. We would like to attract science students to
the Problem Solving course for next year.

It was great to finish the Canteen
refurbishment. We can now boast a fine,
functional and regulation-compliant canteen.
Funds available for expenditure have increased
187% in the three years since 1999.

As usual at High, there are many group and
individual achievements worthy of our recognition
and acknowledgement tonight. Many have been
discussed in our weekly High Notes. Most will
appear in our 2002 Annual Report. 1 have selected
a sample to reflect the broad range of
achievement.

Thomas Kaldor won the state Legacy
Junior Public Speaking contest. David Kaldor won
the SCEGGS Redlands French Reading
Competition. Raj Kumar, Adam McKenzie,
Thomas Norrie, David Quach and Patrick Coyte
were selected for the Performing arts Unit
symphony Orchestra. Hamish Nairn made the
PAU Stage band.

The
under-14 GPS cross country team finished second.

This short account has not done them
justice. I congratulate them all.

Somebody called, back there, deep in the
shadows

- it could have been love, or hate, or just
plain loneliness,

but we were glassed off in a mini-series.

We stopped dreaming of falling.
And, instead,
Fell.

My message to the prize winners this evening,
especially to those we say farewell to, is informed
by Bruce Dawe’s concern that we experience life
to the full and not be satisfied with the voyeuristic
substitute of the manufactured images of lives of
others. We need to experience the process of life,
not get to a privileged position without doing any
hard yards. We need to get involved. We need to
understand our history and our culture in order to
make a worthwhile contribution to either. In a
multicultural Australia we should remember the
ancient traditions at the core of attempts to come
to terms with this land. I hope that your
achievements at High have shown you the value of
being part of a community, of participating in a
team and of striving with self-discipline towards a
worthy goal. I trust you have seen the value of a
broad perspective. I would like to think that you
have been influenced by and have contributed to,
the culture we have always prized here, namely
the pursuit of excellence with integrity. Hopefully,
you have been sensitised to the need for critical
self-reflection.

Tonight we rejoice in your success. We ask
that you take with you not only these symbols of
what you achieved but also fond memories of the
processes that are embedded in how and why you
were awarded them. Good luck to you all in your
future careers.

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Library Report

wo thousand and two has seen some major

I upheavals and improvements in the library.
Last year proved to be a year of assessing
library usage and began with a report to the P&C
and the library’s input into the planning for the
new library building. Library staff priorities in
2002 have reflected their realisation that the
present space is woefully inadequate in size for a
school with students of our calibre. Our staff,
understanding that a new building is going to take
some time to eventuate, has literally carved a new
class space out of books. The library closed down
for one day in term 1 and three days in term 2
while the shelves were reconfigured. As the new
space began to emerge the staff, realising the
teaching potential and student use potential of this
space decided to place books over twenty-two year
old into a "stack". This took several weeks after
the three days of closure. The new quiet area —
featuring carrels — has since proved to be popular
with students and staff alike. (The actual creation

of the stack is projected to occupy library staff for
several terms to come. We have yet to assess how
useful it is to students.)

Two thousand and two also saw the
employment of Suet Kumar (mother of Raj in year
9) as a part-time archivist. Sydney Boys High is a
very historic school and our archives are very
precious both to Old Boys and present students
alike. Previously Joseph Waugh, who for years
very unselfishly volunteered his precious time
(Joseph was a former student archivist and is now
a lawyer) had single-handedly done a wonderful
job of organising the archives. Joseph is still very
much involved with the archives. Mrs Kumar has
had a very busy year organising the deployment
and listing of the archive assets and photographs.
She has also been commissioned by Dr Jaggar to
arrange for the permanent display of archive
material in the school entrance and in various
other areas. This has been done partly at the
request of the P&C who felt that students were

rarely able to appreciate the historical significance
of their archives as the room is shut most of the
time. Mrs Kumar also deals with the requests and
contacts Sydney High has with its ex-students. She
duly passes this information on to the staff of the
High Bulletin.

This year the library staff has been very
grateful for the invaluable voluntary assistance of
a group of fifty or more student-librarians and
student-archivists. These students embody the
spirit of voluntarism actively fostered by the
"award" system. Without the assistance of these
charming students the library staff would probably
have been distressed instead of delighted by the
hugely increased use being made of library
facilities this year. So far printing and
photocopying has brought in $1900. (This
amounts to 190,000 single transactions.) Staff (or
students and staff) have processed over 8000 loans
and 8000 returns. We estimate that we will reach
the 10,000 mark by December. During the day
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seniors use the library all the time. There is no
time when there are less than 7-8 seniors studying
during free periods or using the computers. In
most periods at least twenty seniors are working in
the library. This year has also seen the increase we
hoped for in teacher use of Library facilities. At
last count 57% of periods had classes booked in. It
is to be hoped that the students continue to use the
library well. Our staff has also greatly appreciated
the help given by several volunteer mothers. These
mothers have assisted with the accessioning of
videos and the accessioning of websites onto the
OASIS catalogue. The library is looking forward
to continued voluntary assistance of interested
parents.

Sydney High boys library loan rates compare
very well with comparable ability girls schools.
Newspaper orders keep increasing — we are
ordering over 170 copies of the Herald for
individual students this term. If the boys and
books syndrome exists at Sydney Boys High there

he music department has seen considerable
I growth this year especially in the String
Orchestra and jazz Ensemble Program.

[the following is an edited version of the speech
given by the Captain of Boats at the Annual
Rowing Assembly.]

hy Row? Merv Wood answered this
question by saying it was the challenge,
the need to train throughout your career

religiously every night from Monday to Friday and
on weekends for hours - wind, rain or heat did not
alter that regime. There was no coach to drive him
on, only his own dogged determination. “It was
not the killer instinct” he said, “but it was the will
to win.” For those of you who do not know Merv
is a Sydney High old boy whose international
career spanned twenty-two years; he competed in
four Olympic games winning three medals and
five Commonwealth Games, winning five medals.
He also won eight Australian championships,
more than twenty NSW titles and represented
NSW in twelve Kings Cup Regattas.

What is rowing at school boys level about?
Rowing is not solely about winning as Rick
Clother, rowing coach at USNA said, “Rowing is
more than a fast boat on race day - it’s a
complementary experience to a young man’s
intellectual development.”

Rowing, like success, is a journey not a
destination, it’s about learning, having fun and
most of all it’s about growing as individuals. If
this is achieved the wins and losses will take care
of themselves.

Unlike many sports, which finish when the
whistle blows or the ball is packed away, rowing
is one that encompasses all aspects of your life.
This year the senior A squad has had two camps a
week resulting in crew members spending more
time at the sheds than they spend awake at home.
Rowing also provides you with unique life
experiences that cannot be provided by playing
computer games or spending hours on the internet.
This can be seen in the First Eights trip to the
National Championships where we were able to
meet and interact with so many different schools
from all over Australia. However, if you want
more information on that you should talk to
Simmo.

From a coach’s perspective rowing at school
boy level, while providing unique challenges, can
be very rewarding. Mr Barris once told me that a
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winning result is unparallel to the satisfaction of
watching the members of his crew grow and
mature.

The season has travelled incredibly quickly.
For myself and the other year twelves it will be our
last Head of the River, and a culmination of a
journey that will have spanned up to five years, but
it is not the days we remember but the moments.
Those special moments when the water is dead
flat, the sun is yet to rise and the blades are not
touching the water. Or sometimes they are in the
shed when you are surrounded by your closest
friends having a laugh. From a personal
experience, rowing has enabled me to build
friendships that are incredibly strong as they have
been formed under tough and pressured situations
and I am sure this is true of everybody in the shed.

For anyone to succeed in anything, there must
be a huge amount of dedication and commitment
towards their goal. Some people who don’t
dedicate their lives to succeed in something
question this commitment, but remember
everybody gets twenty-four hours in a day - it’s
the only thing that is equal and it is what you do
and achieve with these twenty-four hours that
counts. In the case of rowing there must be an
underlying dedication from all ten members of the
crew, being the eight rowers, the coxswain and the
coach, and in the case of the fours all six members.
This commitment and determination is spread
throughout the shed, this is spurred on by the fact
that rowing is an incredibly enjoyable sport and
while it is hard work it is not all about pushing
your body to the brink of exhaustion.

If you have heard someone talk about rowing
they will have said it’s about pain, however this is
not true. Pain is hammering a nail into your head.
Rowing is just about physical discomfort; the crew
that can handle the most discomfort on the day
will win the Head of the River.

For those of you who have never been to a
Head of the River, you have no idea how big it is.
It is huge. It is easily the biggest event in the GPS
calendar, attracting more than 20,000 spectators.
While it is compulsory for the boys of the most of
the seven other schools, Scots, Newington,
Grammar, Shore, St Ignatius’, Kings and St
Joseph’s to attend they would turn up anyway.
This creates an atmosphere that is unrivalled.

Each year the standard of the GPS competition
improves dramatically. It happens in Rugby,
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cricket, soccer, water polo and any other sports
you can name. Rowing is no different as most
crews put on the water during a season would be
capable of winning the Head of the River the
previous season.

In relative terms rowing is the most
competitive sport in the GPS. Last year the Kings
first eight who won the Head of the River, then
went on the win the National Championships and
the Schoolboy World Championships in Henley
England.

This year GPS crews filled the top four places
in the nationals. Our First VIII itself came back
from the nationals as the seventh ranked U19
men’s crew in Australia.

To the year 7s and I speak from experience:
you cannot truly comprehend what this is all
about, for it is something that you must experience
for yourself. I urge you to give rowing a go and
stick with it until your first Head of the River, you
will be hooked.

To the rest of the school, these guys that you
will see before you have been training for five
years for this one race. It means everything in GPS
rowing. They have dedicated their lives so they
can represent your name, but every year we get
psyched up for those who do not support us, we
always feel a hint of disappointment at the fact that
everyone of our rivals is represented and cheered
on by at least a thousand supporters while Sydney
High sometimes has about two hundred. This year
we want to feel that we have our school, you guys
behind us. We want your support, don’t let us
down.

And finally to the rowers the most significant
message | can convey to you is to just row the
race. Think about the process and don’t dwell on
the result until it’s history. Not everybody wins
and certainly not everybody wins all the time. But
once you get into your boat, push off and paddle
down to the start of the Head of the River, you
have indeed won far more than those who have
never tried.

[The following is an edited version of the speech
given by the Captain of Athletics at the Annual
Athletics Assembly.]

Not surprising seeing as he was the only senior
athlete prepared to run the Championship hurdles
when they are set at a rather dubious height for any
male athlete.
