Principal’s Address

Good afternoon Year 12, parents, students and staff. 
Welcome to our Farewell Assembly. It is with great pleasure 
that the staff and I can host your visit to the school today 
to participate in our annual rite of passage - your sons’ 
graduation from high school. The Class of 2015 is unique 
in its experience of life at our school, as I outlined in your 
program.

It has been a cohort that should be proud of its undoubted 
achievements in a range of co-curricular activities. I 
have listed the most significant of these in my ‘Principal’s 
Message’. Nonetheless, you will always be able to say that 
in your final year the school earned five GPS Premierships, 
as well as Cross Country U16 – the first time in twenty years. 
Missing there, is the undefeated run by our First Grade GPS 
Debaters as Champions, bringing back home the Louat 
Shield; our Open Basketball team’s second place at the 
NSW Schools Championship, and the Senior Team Foil 
bronze at the NSW Schools Fencing Championships. High 
also retained the Kippax Cup, as the champion CHS School 
in athletics for the third consecutive year. High won back 
the GPS Chess Cup.

We have as one of our marketing slogans “You can’t 
buy spirit”. The implied strength of our culture is in its 
resilience and generosity; our students participate in the 
co-curricular life of the school because they want to. They 
know it is good for their personal balance in life, and good 
for the strength of the reputation of the school. Whether 
in sports, community service, music, chess, social justice, 
debating or public speaking, participation is our key 
cultural message. Thank you to the eighteen students in 
Year 12 who had a perfect attendance record.

I customarily take this opportunity to thank the senior 
leadership group for their support: Luke Hoad has had a 
very challenging year with injury, so it’s great to see him 
back at school. Niyaz Mostafa and Bosco Tran were called 
upon to fill in on several occasions and did so to their 
credit; particularly Bosco. I want to thank all the Year 12 
parents, who are coming to the school for an event for the 
last time, for any help they have given to our programs over 
the years. We value your contributions highly.

To ‘walk the talk’ of our scholar-sportsmen culture we need 
boys prepared to compete in two sports in their final two 
years at High. Thirty-five boys competed in two GPS sports 

each year for six years. Sam and Luke did three every year 
but Leonard achieved the rare feat of four sports each year, 
for six years. I want to thank the sixty-eight Year 12 boys who 
showed pride in their school and represented High in two 
sports at all levels in their final year at school. However, 
with only fourteen Year 12 boys in GPS First or Second grade 
in two seasons of sport this year, we were lacking in role 
models to define our culture for younger boys. 

Congratulations to those dedicated boys who represented 
the school at the highest levels in multiple sports in 2015. 
‘Triple Firsts ’this year were: Sam Musgrove (four), Luke 
Hoad and Leonard Mah. Our ‘Double Firsts’ representatives 
were: Wesley Beare, Noah Fowler, Bailey Musulin, James 
Tinker, Stephen Ngo, Ian Lai and Jonathan Chew. The 
‘One-Two- Club’ comprised Jing Li and Neil Song. Our lone 
‘Double-Two’ was Rick Saha. 

In my ‘Farewell Message’, I quote from General Douglas 
Macarthur, as he inspired West Point graduates in his 
speech about how he saw duty, honour and country. He 
urged graduates to build their self-awareness, to face 
their challenges; intellectual, psychological, emotional, 
spiritual or physical. I exhort the Class of 2015 not to seek 
the easy option, not to avoid the challenges life sets up, not 
to let yourself down by not reaching for that ‘high goal’, and 
when establishing your future, not to forget the past here 
that helped to forge who you are.

William George Plunkett worked for Collins Publishing, 
and was credited with many aphorisms that appear on 
desk calendars. I like this one. “People’s minds are like 
parachutes. To function properly they must first be open.” 
I trust that the way you have been taught at High and your 
learning experiences with your peers, will equip you well for 
a safe landing in life by means of an open-minded approach 
to all the challenges you will face. I wish you all the best in 
your HSC preparations, and in the examinations that follow, 
and expect that you will be successful in gaining entry to 
your chosen tertiary options.

Good morning and welcome to High for the 2015 academic 
year. I look forward to a year in which we set the bar a 
notch higher, yet clear it with confidence. This morning 
we are honouring new students who have joined the High 
community. As custodians of the High culture we have a 
traditional rite of passage - the clapping-in of Year 7. This 
is a corporate acknowledgement and recognition of the 
previous academic success of each student who earns a 
place at High. You were all selected by means of a rigorous 
entrance test. We understand that each one of you is an 
academically gifted person with a range of natural abilities. 
Our task is to mould these natural abilities into talented 
performance in several areas of school life. 

To the new students joining us in Years 8, 9 and 11, I extend 
a special welcome to you from the High family. You were 
selected because of your all-round achievements in 
secondary school so far. You have demonstrated talent in 
a variety of activities or excellence in one and competence 
in others. We welcome you and expect you to add value to 
the High culture. You have a great opportunity to establish 
yourselves at our school by quickly getting involved in the 
co-curricular program. I urge you not to waste time waiting 
and watching. Get involved. Don’t stick to only what you 
are good at. You need to grasp every opportunity. Get 
organised and be prepared to work really hard. Set yourself 
incremental academic goals and strive to achieve them. 
Lots of people are ready to help you.

This year we have a school wide BYOD policy. Information 
and communication technology will become increasingly 
integrated into the pedagogy of our school. Use your device 
and your researching privileges responsibly. Our teachers 
will be endeavouring to work closely with you to find out 
more about your preferred learning style and individual 
needs. We will be trying to improve your learning. We will 
be ‘fussy about focus’ in order to get more out of each 
lesson. We will need you to pay attention and participate, 
not hide in your own world of recorded music or in a virtual 
world within an i-phone or i-pad. We expect that you will 
participate positively and respectfully in class.

We will expect excellence from you not just adequate work. 
We ‘care about compliance’ – do all the work that is set 
for you. Our teachers will be concentrating on consistency 
in completing tasks in class and at home to the required 
standard. We are dedicated trustees of our reputation 
and success at High. Together, if we work hard and help 

each other, we can maintain and enhance our excellent 
outcomes.

I expect that you will all adopt our all-rounder culture and 
take advantage of activities at High. We want you to work 
hard, train hard and play hard. We will also expect you to 
give some of your time and effort back into school and 
community service. Our High ritual comes full circle with 
a clapping-out in Year 12 at their final assembly. By then 
we will all be acclaiming what you have become.

I expect all boys to involve themselves in co-curricular 
activities - the Student Awards Scheme identifies the main 
ones available. Sport is a very important part of life at High. 
Our traditional involvement in GPS and CHS competitions 
makes us unique. Sport training is offered on at least two 
afternoons as well. Membership of our weights room is 
excellent value for money. My strong expectation is that 
you will play competition on Saturdays. Participating in 
GPS competition is an integral component of our ethos. 
We focus on team sports for educational reasons – group 
cooperation, team building, goal setting, collaboration, 
time management, grit development and motivation skills 
– these are most necessary in modern work contexts. 

We are trying to nurture ‘future learning skills’: problem 
solving, evaluating information, working in teams, 
communicating ideas and fostering creativity and 
innovation. For each boy we want to build positive emotion 
about High, engagement with High programs, respectful 
relationships with everyone, meaning in all we do and 
finding a sense of accomplishment for effort.

receiving a rapturous welcome from the ‘High Clap,’ and 
you are told by teachers, peers and Old Boys alike, that the 
next six years will be some of the best and most fulfilling 
years of your life. So, you begin to immerse yourself in the 
culture here at High, seizing the extensive opportunities 
available to you throughout your junior years, without ever 
taking a moment to appreciate just how privileged you are 
to have attained a place at Sydney Boys High. 

Fast forward to Year 11, where you begin to reflect upon 
your first four years at High, and despite the feeling that 
they have been the most challenging and rewarding years 
of your life so far, you still haven’t accomplished everything 
you wanted to. But that’s not a problem; you’ve always 
told yourself that this would be the year where you would 
double your efforts and work your way onto the merit list. 
This would be the year where you would edge out that 
crew at Head of the River, this would be the year where 
you would achieve that elusive podium finish at the GPS 
athletics final. You truly do begin to increase your efforts in 
everything you do at the school, although perhaps not by 
as much as you initially planned. And then all of a sudden, 
you reach Year 12, you and your cohort are now the leaders 
of the school, and you come to the realisation that you only 
have one year left; one more chance to leave your mark on 
the school, yet even then, it still doesn’t completely dawn 
on you.

On behalf of the High community I extend a warm welcome 
to all new parents to High. The purpose of this evening is for 
you to get to know each other and to gain an understanding 
of the school and its culture. We would like you to feel that 
you are welcome among us and that your family has now 
become part of our School Family. Just as we want your 
son to engage with the academic and co-curricular life 
of the school, we also hope that you will too. We want to 
persuade you to get involved in the life of the school. It is a 
mutually rewarding experience.

Ours is a great school with a well-deserved reputation 
for academic excellence, co-curricular achievement 
and involvement in community service and social justice 
programs. It has always been an individual, unique state 
school. High has faced many challenges. These have 
included: withstanding private school criticism of the 
original ‘experiment’ of state-administered secondary 
education in 1883; the struggle for new premises in Ultimo 
in 1889; the fight for survival in the Depression years of the 
1890s; the deal with the Minister to trade a new site and 
building against self-help with sports fields in 1927; the 
move to Moore Park in 1928 with 50 places reserved for 
sons of Old Boys; the fight for selective school existence 
in 1977-78; de-zoning under Greiner in the eighties; being 
stripped of two staff for GPS sport by the Minister in 1995; 
and since 2006, the challenge of scholarships offered by 
Independent Schools. 

High has overcome our ‘tasks severe’ and remains true to 

itself as an institution. We have been nurturing scholar-
sportsmen since 1883. We prepare boys for university and 
nurture them as sportsmen, individuals and citizens. We 
are proudly a state school operating in a market dominated 
by private schools.

High has been resilient for so long because of the strength of 
its partnerships. The school has been a self-help institution 
for extra-curricular activities since 1886. The boys originally 
organised activities for themselves. Old Boys have 
influenced the development of the school significantly. 
High ranks third amongst Australian schools for Who’s 
Who entries for achieving alumni. Our environment breeds 
initiative and self-efficacy. Academically, we are a top 
ten school in the HSC, despite being the largest selective 
school candidature.

Since June 11, 1925 the school has also relied heavily on 
its Parents and Citizens Association to provide assets and 
equipment not supplied by the Education Department. 
Since 1951, The Sydney High School Council has supported 
the school in asset acquisition and maintenance. The Sydney 
High School Foundation Inc. was incorporated in 1986. It is 
a partnership of the P&C, Old Boys and the Principal. The 
Foundation took over the assets of the Sydney High School 
Council. It owns the Outterside Centre and maintains the 
Fairland Pavilion under licence, holds money in trust for the 
school and manages access to playing fields in Centennial 
Parklands. The Foundation runs the High Store and the 
Tennis Courts and shares management of the Great Hall 
and Cricket Nets. The High Club founded in 1957 assists 
High financially. Most of the important initiatives taken by 
this school over the 129 years of its existence have come 
about through the partnerships of parents and Old Boys. 
Our Joint Project to establish the Governors Centre is the 
latest example. You have the opportunity to make this 
vision a reality within the next six years. 

We are driven by our need to compete with Independent 
Schools in the GPS since 1906 – a unique feature of 
High’s history as a state. In addition, since 1913, High has 
competed in various CHS competitions. We need access 
to playing fields, facilities and expert coaching in depth in 
order to compete in the GPS. We are serious about sport 
and all the other co-curricular activities we engage in.

I warmly welcome you tonight and hope that you and your 
sons derive the satisfaction and enjoyment from school life 
which the staff and generations of active students and their 
parents have derived from being associated with High.

many achievements of High boys. 

In 2014 we had a focus on ‘empowering gifted boys’. 
We attempted to do this by ‘pulling weeds and planting 
flowers’. We used the results of school–based research 
into underachievement to implement a series of positive 
behaviours that might combat some of our motivation and 
volition issues at High. We tried to use the opportunities 
of extended blocks of teaching time to embed learning 
more effectively. Teachers integrated technology more with 
i-pads using Airplay and ‘flipped classroom’ techniques. 
Students ran classes for their peers to build stronger 
knowledge bases and student confidence. We focussed 
on nurturing future-focussed vocational skills. Staff and 
students modelled collegial and cooperative activities 
that lifted the tone of the school. We pursued all round 
excellence, vigorously!

At the HSC, High boys exceeded every cohort target set. 
There were 641 band 6/E4s, 55 boys with ATARs at 99 or 
higher, 165 ATARs were 90 or above. We improved the 
average ATAR for 204 boys to 93.7. 80% of the cohort 
achieved 90 ATAR or higher. Just 7.8% of students earned 
ATARs below 80. 

Challenging target means were set for each course. 
Nineteen courses met them and thirteen did not. Targets 
were also set for percentages of band 6/E4s for each 
course. Twenty courses achieved them and twelve did not. 
Our top three Z scores were: PDHPE, Engineering Studies 
and Music 1. It was the second best cohort result since the 
new HSC began in 2001.

Outstanding HSC results this year included Edric Wang, 
Christopher Chen, Weber Liu and James Pham scoring 
maximum ATARS of 99.95. In our HSC course top ten results, 

Paul Yu came first in 2-unit Mathematics, with Leonard Mah 
fifth. Both students were in Year 11. Xiao Jie Tang was equal 
second in Engineering Studies. In extension 2 Mathematics, 
Robert Tan (third) and Gideon Kwok (fourth) did a great 
job. Norman Yang was third in Chinese Continuers. William 
Yang had his body of work hung at ARTEXPRESS. Shaleen 
Baranwal (Year 11), Steve Comninos, Brendan Hancox, Riley 
Irwin, Madison Wu and Edric Wang were nominated for 
ENCORE in music.

Edric was also awarded a bronze medal at the Physics 
Olympiad, in Kazakhstan. Daniel Fang was the national 
winner of the UNSW Australia and NZ Economics 
Competition and Jack Zhou won the UNSW Australia and 
NZ Business Studies Competition. Andrew Guang (Year 8) 
came first in Australia in the Junior Division of the National 
Geographic Australian Geography Competition. In the 
International Competition and Assessment for Schools 
competitions, Alan Loi was awarded the top score for NSW 
and ACT in Science, while Louis Shapiro (Year 9) achieved 
the highest score in NSW and ACT for the Writing Test.

In debating, our Hume Barbour team secured the trophy for 
the third consecutive year and the twenty-sixth time since 
the competition began. Riley Irwin was ranked best speaker 
at the UNSW Competition and at the Commonwealth 
Day debate. Tushaar Garg won the Lawrence Campbell 
Competition for oratory, our first win since 1997. Max 
Koslowski and Thomas Shortridge represented NSW at the 
Dr Evatt National Competition and Andrew McNaughton,

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Thomas Nguyen and Thomas Shortridge won through to the 
national MUNA final.

In sport, our open basketball team had a wonderful 
year. They were GPS Champions (a first for High). 
They beat Westfield’s Sports High to regain the CHS 
Knockout Champions trophy. They won the NSW Schools 
Championships. The team placed third in Australia at the 
National Schools Basketball Competition.

At the GPS Athletics Carnival, Pete Upatising won the 
open long jump, Lucas Wong won the U14 100m and was 
second in the 200m. The U14 Relay team won. At the CHS 
athletics carnival, our team retained the Kippax Cup by 
beating all boys’ schools – including sports high schools. 
Ben Nguyen won the 12 years long jump and Luke Schofield 
won the 15 years 3000m. At the CHS Cross Country Carnival 
High boys made history, winning gold in the 15’s and 18’s 
teams events.

High won the All-Schools target Rifle Shooting 
Championships. The Second Grade team won the GPS title 
again. Our sabre team won the Schools Teams National 
Fencing competition. In rowing, at the CHS regatta, High 
retained the Peter Bond Cup for boys schools and also 
won the Rowing Association Trophy for highest point 
score overall. Roy Yi was named Champion Junior Rower 
and Steve Comninos and Sam Musgrave shared Champion 
Senior Rower with three gold medals each.

High Volleyball also made history this year winning all three 
age titles at the NSW All School Tournament. High first 
grade won the GPS Premiership for the twelfth consecutive 
year. Second grade were champions. Our U15’s won the 
NSW Junior Championships.

Pinyan Gao (Volleyball) and Steve Comninos (Rowing) 
earned NSW CHSSA Blues. Bailey Musulin was selected as 
captain of the NSW U18 Basketball team. James Siu (Year 8) 
was selected to represent Australia in the Singapore Cadet 
World Cup. Manson Luk (Year 9) won a gold medal at the 
Australian Taekwondo Championships. Edward Lin (Year 
10) was selected to represent NSW in short-course Speed 
Ice Skating. Sam Musgrave was selected in the U18 CHS 
rugby team and James Tinker the U16 team. 

Customarily on this occasion, I conclude by offering 
some unsolicited commentary as a parting gesture to 
our most recent Old Boys. Western democratic societies 
are showing signs of growing anxiety and social tension 
as a result of the rise of terrorism on a global scale. We 
are struggling to come to terms with the Lindt Café siege, 

the Charlie Hebdo assassinations, the massacres by Boko 
Haram in Nigeria and the attack on students at a school in 
Peshawar. The involvement of radicalised Australian youth 
in jihadist movements such as the ISIS Caliphate, perplexes 
us. The manner in which the world has become a village 
frightens us, because we can remain neither quarantined 
nor complacent in our prosperous and peaceful island 
continent. As a nation, we need to be careful not to react 
instinctively and simplistically towards these geopolitical 
events. They are explicable in terms of social evolution.

The movement towards modernity is the most powerful 
and inexorable force in the world. The second most 
powerful force is reactionary resistance to modernity and 
the troubling individualism that it brings with it. The loss 
of kinship ties and local governance by an established 
religion appears to many, as though the core structure 
of life’s organisation is crumbling. Individualism is scary. 
Eli Sagan, in his powerful analysis, “Citizens & Cannibals: 
the French Revolution, the struggle for modernity, and the 
origins of ideological terror” (2001), explains that when 
nations are attempting to establish a modern society, six 
outcomes are possible. Stable democratic society is the 
ideal model which, thankfully, we have enjoyed in western 
democracies for so long.

However, there are perverse forms of social organisation 
which can also develop out of the struggle, manifesting a deep

ambivalence about modernity. Anarchy, military despotism, 
conservative dictatorship, religious fundamentalism and 
ideological terror, represent incomplete and potentially 
unstable attempts at responding to the socio-political 
push towards modernity. All of these perversions currently 
exist as social organisations. These perverse forms usually 
develop when societies attempt to miss an evolutionary 
stage – such as moving from medievalism to modernity, 
without building the necessary institutions and political 
parties characteristic of early modern societies. The early 
modern phase, beginning in the sixteenth century, altered 
relationships between established religion and the state, 
subordinated the power of the military to the civilian 
government and created centralised, bureaucratic states. 
Some societies are just not ready yet for democracy as we 
know it.

In our lucky country, we are at a higher stage of development 
and yet still seem to be yearning for change. The Australian 
electorate is becoming impatient with its parties and 
its leaders. This restlessness for a more sensitive, 
collaborative and nurturing polity, may well be a function 
of a societal move towards a post-modern narrative about 
the role of government. We might be responding to a 
moral push for a higher evolutionary stage in which we at 
last begin to enact the dream of 1789: equality before the 
law, in political rights and between the sexes; the liberty 
of all people from personal or economic slavery; and 
the operationalising of brotherhood expressed as social 
justice legislation.

The third pillar of the French Revolution, ‘fraternité,’ needs 
to become integral to our view of a good society. Middle 
class welfare must be wound back, the taxation system 
should be made more progressive to increase the burden 
on the wealthy; and the dominance of individualism needs 
to be mitigated by a stronger political will to meet social 
justice imperatives in education, health and welfare. We 
know we should be doing more in these policy areas but we 
don’t want to be hurt financially to pay for them. We wasted 
our mining boom windfall. We need a courageous leader 
with a clear vision of how ‘fraternité’ can be achieved and 
what we must do as a society to achieve this goal. You have 
experienced the psychological benefits of brotherhood 
at this school. Maybe members of the Class of 2014 will 
have a positive influence on our evolution towards a more 
just, collegial and caring society. I certainly hope so. 
Congratulations to all prize winners, and I wish the Class of 
2014 a fond farewell and good luck for you futures.

Assistant Commisioner Key Note Speech

Sydney High School Principal, Dr Kim Jaggar, Mr Ron 
Trent, Chairman of the School Council, Mr Paul Almond, 
President of the Old Boys Union, distinguished guests, 
ladies, gentlemen and boys.

I am deeply privileged to be here tonight on this, the 132nd 
presentation night of Sydney Boys High School in the Great 
Hall. Sydney Boys High School is indeed a great school. 
Great for many reasons: 

• It is a strong institution that has transcended many 
generations.

• It’s a school of aspiration where children and their 
families are able to enjoy opportunities that might 
not otherwise be available to them.

• It’s a member of a wide and prestigious group of 
schools with a diverse and shared history.

• It’s a school as someone once remarked that you 
will look up the GPS sports results on a Sunday 
morning or find out who won the Hume Barber 
debate – many years after leaving.

• It’s a School that encourages strong values that 
resonate with students, families, staff and the wider 
school community; more of that later.

• It’s the connection.

I enjoyed my time at SBHS pursing history, art, cricket, 
rugby, soccer, school cadets and the co-location with 
the girl’s school. I was successful at some but not all of 
these pursuits. Therefore, I was widely regarded a unique 
student. The saying often goes, ‘do what you enjoy as you

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will probably be good at it’. This did not hold true for me; 
however, nonetheless I enjoyed everything that I did, in my 
own truly splendid mediocrity. You can check The Record 
’81 for confirmation of this fact.

However, I was determined to try as much as possible. 
In fact I was presented a prize on this very stage – the 
most efficient Senior NCO cadet. However, recalling my 
leadership style at the time, it may well as have been 
awarded for most officious Senior NCO. I recall that I was 
presented with a book as a symbol of the prize titled “The 
Psychology of Military Incompetence”. To this day I reflect 
on what this said about my military prowess. However, you 
have heard from the introduction that I did not see a future 
for myself at Duntroon.

I left SBHS in 1981 for a career in the government, not really 
knowing in what direction the compass was pointing. In 
1986, I joined the Australian Federal Police, who must have 
seen something that was not readily apparent to myself 
at the time. Soon I was trained and investigating drug 
traffickers, fraudsters, money launderers, kidnappers, 
homicides and in more recent times - terrorists and now 
cyber criminals. It has been a career that has taken me all 
over Australia, indeed all over the world. It has exposed 
me to both the best and the worse of the human condition.

Modern policing is one of the most challenging and 
demanding careers imaginable. The diversity of the 
challenges are broad and varied. AFP recruits are fit, 
intelligent and well educated most have one or two degrees 
and often a second language. 

Whilst all important attributes, perhaps the most important 
quality in any modern day police officer or in fact any 
individual, is a strong set of values. When I joined the police 
nearly thirty years ago, a strong set of values and policing 
were not always regarded as being synonymous. Times 
have changed and not by accident. The AFP has worked 
very hard for the past twenty-five years to instil a solid set of 
values in every person who joins. Fairness, integrity, trust, 
accountability, commitment and excellence are not just 
words on a poster they are an ethos – a way of life both on 
and off duty.

Sydney Boys High has its own set of values:

• Excellence and dedication in academic, cultural and 
sporting pursuits 

• Lifelong learning 

• Honesty, integrity, charity, courtesy and respect for 
self and others 

• Acceptance, inclusiveness and tolerance of 
difference 

• Good humour, generosity of spirit and good 
sportsmanship 

• The traditions of our school 

• Our place in the public education system 

• Our membership of the Athletic Association of the 
Great Public Schools 

• Partnerships among students, parents, staff, old 
boys and friends of the school 

• Our relationship with Sydney Girls High School. See, 
I did embrace all of those values.

So how do we instil these values in ourselves? I believe, 
like most things in life - that unfortunately, there are no 
shortcuts to this answer. It’s about discipline and practice. 
Yes, practising just like we practise algebraic equations and 
the violin or the perfect rugby pass over and over - so that 
you end up living them without even thinking.

I could not summarise the approach any better than the 
great man Mahatma Gandhi when I found his thoughts on 
values a few years back.

“Your beliefs become your thoughts,   
Your thoughts become your words,   
Your words become your actions,   
Your actions become your habits,   
Your habits become your values,   
Your values become your destiny.”

Principal’s Address

Distinguished guests, Old Boys, staff and students, welcome 
to High’s ANZAC Day assembly. I acknowledge this morning 
the Gadigal people of the Eora nation, as the custodians of 
the land on which we meet and pay my respects to elders 
past and present, and extend that respect to any Aboriginal 
people here today. We welcome again representatives from 
our local RSL sub-branches, Ross Whittle (SHS 1967) from 
Maroubra RSL and Old Boys Alf Tremain (SHS 1957) and 
Commander Andrew Dale RAN (SHS 1965). 

It is appropriate on this centenary of ANZAC Day to reflect 
on the service of Australia’s men and women in air combat 
missions in Iraq at the invitation of the Iraqi government. We 
wish our recent deployment of training personnel to Iraq a 
safe return. Our thoughts are also with those who serve still 
in Operation Highroad in Afghanistan to train, advise and 
assist. We honour those who served in Operation Slipper 
in Afghanistan, which has been completed. The campaign 
extended from October, 2001 until December 31, 2014 at 
a cost of forty-one Australians dead and two hundred and 
fifty-six wounded. We commemorate also the seventieth 
anniversary of the end of World War II in the hope that 
world peace can last one hundred years and longer.

On the centenary of ANZAC Day, the symbol of Gallipoli as 
Australia’s crucible of nationhood and test of manhood on 
an international stage retains its importance in Australian 
culture. “Gallipoli is a country of the mind”, for historian Les 
Carlyon and possibly for most Australians, but increasingly 
for young Australians, it is also a place of pilgrimage, where 
they try to connect physically to the context and the ideals 

of our Australia in 1915. It’s as though we are in search of 
what unites us when our nation is under strain. In daunting 
terrain, pursuing a hopeless cause for the interests of 
another country, and fighting an enemy they knew nothing 
about, young men far from home, distinguished themselves 
with courage, mateship, sacrifice, loyalty and patriotism. 
We are right to focus on the human side of what was a 
military mess.

Strangest of all, is the war aim given by Kitchener to 
Hamilton for which Australia suffered 28,000 casualties 
during eight months of bitter fighting. Essentially, Hamilton 
was sent to the Dardanelles with a force of 75,000 to 
support the British Fleet in its attempt to force a passage 
through to Constantinople. If the heights on the peninsula 
were taken, artillery could be established to bombard the 
forts protecting the straits, allowing a safer passage for a 
renewed naval attack. Ironically, the mines laid by the Turks 
in the waters of the straits were much more of a problem to 
the navy than were the forts.

The same heights and ridges – Achi Baba, Mal Tepe, 
Chunuk Bair and Hill 971 - gave the Turkish forces great 
opportunities for defence. At Cape Helles, a direct assault 
could be assisted by a naval bombardment from three sides 
but the very limiting factor was there was also no room to 
manoeuvre. The element of surprise was lost due to the 
extended naval engagement; the enemy was dug in; there 
was not enough artillery, mortars, hand grenades or 

ammunition supplied for the attackers. Hamilton had been 
given less than six weeks to prepare.

During the extended naval attack on the Dardanelles, one 
month before the landings at Gallipoli, German military 
expert, Von Sanders, had been called in by the Turks to 
organise the defence of the peninsula. He realised early 
that a massed landing somewhere on the peninsula was 
going to be successful. His strategy was to counter attack 
in force. He protected the coastline in the areas most likely 
to be attacked, with units of men in platoon or company 
strength only, holding nearly three divisions in reserve 
to counter the strongest attack, wherever it might be 
mounted. 

On April 25, initial successes by the ANZACs in achieving 
objectives, such as the promontory at Gaba Tepe, were 
short lived as reserves were mobilised for a counter attack. 
Failing a rapid concentration of forces in the areas where 
the attack had succeeded on the first day, the campaign 
was from a strategic perspective, doomed.

What followed in the agonising next eight months has been 
documented vividly, particularly this year, in great diaries, 
books, films and made-for-television dramas. One hundred 
years later, the values and attitudes that continue to define 
us as Australians are celebrated on ANZAC Day as an 
unequivocal national day of remembrance and reflection 
about what we were, what we have retained and what we’ve 
become as a nation.

The character and spirit shown by the soldiers 
on that day defined us as Australians; from a country that 
was nothing but a blank slate, to a country who finally had 
a history, an identity and culture. Something that made us

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stand out when compared to other countries.

We can see the character and spirit that set us apart if we 
look into the diary entry of Corporal Jason Coulter of the 
8th battalion.

“Landed at Gallipoli Peninsula, Gaba Tepe, on Sunday 
25th April under heavy shell and rifle fire. Got straight 
into action – and it was hell – God how the shells poured 
over us while the bullets from the enemy rifles poured into 
us – what a day of sorrow, men shattered to pieces and 
oh the sight and the sorrow – poor fellows left out on the 
field to die all through a wet cold night – many missing 
this morning, officers dead … God knows how many left 
tonight but we must go on and on till we beat them.” 
 
“but we must go on and on till we beat them.” Despite the 
hellish conditions, the death and the sorrow that came 
with it, and despite the uncertainty about the situation. 
He is determined to keep fighting for as long as possible; 
until they beat them. That strength that very spirit is what I 
believe was given to us by the ANZACs.

Centenary of the Gallipoli Landings

One hundred years ago, the men of the Australian and New 
Zealand Army Corps forever cemented their place in history 
when they stormed the beaches of Gallipoli, Australia’s 
baptism of fire. On April 25th 1915, famous Australian war 
historian Charles Bean declared: “The consciousness of 
Australian nationhood was born.” It was a violent birth. 
They exemplified honour, courage and true dedication in 
the face of hardship, suffering and death. The celebration 
of the ANZAC legend that was born on the beaches of 
Gallipoli 100 years ago reinforces a grand vision about what 
it means to be Australian. 

We know from the ANZAC example that in the most 
harrowing of circumstances we can find good. When we 
look back one hundred years, we see stories of sacrifice, 
stories of mateship and stories of courage. This celebration 
is not about glorifying war, no, rather, it is about honouring 
the men and women who—through their gallantry—seared 
themselves forever into the Australian consciousness. It is 
about remembering that the freedom and peace that we 
enjoy today has been purchased at so high a cost.

The legendary ANZAC spirit of unwavering courage and an 
unflinching sense of duty was evidenced in the infamous 
charge of the Australian 3rd Light Horse Brigade at the 
Battle of the Nek in August 1915. Three consecutive waves 

of diggers were mowed down by Ottoman machine guns, 
each wave fully aware of the fate that awaited them. But 
still they stormed forward, bayonets gleaming, upright and 
proud. Phillip Schuler, a war historian present at Gallipoli, 
surmised: “What did this Brigade do but its duty? Duty in 
the face of overwhelming odds.” 

Perseverance and selflessness were qualities championed 
by the ANZACs. But the ANZACs do not inspire us to fight 
for a misguided nationalism; rather, their example has 
practical application for Australian character. The ANZAC 
spirit is one that is ever present in the lives of all Australians.

An ever-changing, multicultural Australia means that the 
core values that bind us are more important than ever. 
What unites us as a nation? Surely it is not merely the fact 
that we share a fence?! Rather, what binds us together 
is made obvious every year on the 25th of April when we 
celebrate ANZAC Day. The dedication to their country, their 
mates, their way of life, so much so that they were willing 
to risk everything to defend them.

In every major Australian city on 25th April, crowds 
comprised of every culture, religion and ethnicity celebrate 
the same sacrifice and remember the same legend as they 
attend ANZAC marches or Dawn Services. For 100 years 
the ANZAC spirit has been a powerful, solemn bond for 
all Australians. As I look out here today I see the High 
boys. Boys from every culture, continent and religion. All 
gathered in this hall to remember and cherish the sacrifice 
of those who have gone before us. This indelible ANZAC 
event, binding together eras of Australians, regardless of 
race or creed is truly powerful and compelling.

Laying of the Wreath

In April 1916, Major General Herbert Cox outlined to Diggers 
the reason that they were leaving for the Western Front, 
when he said that they were fighting for “the suppression 
of a tyrannical and brutal militarism, the refutation of the 
abominable doctrine that Might is Right, the defense of the 
rights of weaker nations, and the solemnity and binding 
nature of treaties.” 

One hundred years on, Australians continue to 
commemorate the sacrifice of so many for the preservation 
of peace and liberty. One hundred years on, The ANZAC 
legend continues to inspire generations of Australians, 
young and old. 

One hundred years on, the ANZAC spirit lives, having served 
humanity in a number of conflicts for freedom, including: 
World War Two, Korea, Vietnam, and recent conflicts in 
East Timor, Iraq and Afghanistan. 

One hundred years on, the ANZAC spirit that filled the hills 
and shores of the Dardanelles, manned the trenches and 
valiantly crossed ‘No Man’s Land’, walks the corridors, 
fields and cloisters at High.

When we persevere through whatever hardship befalls us, 
the ANZAC spirit lives on. When we stop, roll up our sleeves 
to lend a hand, the ANZAC spirit lives on. When we commit 
one hundred percent on the rugby field, out on the pitch, 
on the courts or in the exam hall, the ANZAC spirit lives on.

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Special guest, his Honour Justice John Sackar (SHS 
1965,) Old Boy Prefects, parents, staff, Prefect ‘Interns 
and students; welcome to our annual Foundation Day 
assembly. Thank you for celebrating our foundation with 
us. We carry on the tradition in which this celebration of 
the establishment of the School in October, 1883, includes 
honouring the student leadership traditions that have 
existed in parallel with the school’s development over its 
one hundred and thirty-two years. The investiture ceremony 
for Prefect Interns connects us to our past, revives the 
stories that bind us to it and reaffirms our vision for the 
future. Modelling cultural values through leadership is an 
integral aspect of our school culture. Continuity of purpose 
is also important to any institution.

Sir George Reid, Minister of Public Instruction 1883-84, 
spoke at the official opening of the school on October 8, 
1883. He distinguished the newly established High Schools 
from the other two classes of public school (Primary and 
Superior) by their educational objective – to complete the 
curriculum of the public schools and to prepare students for 
the University. That is still our educational objective today. 
We have no Plan ‘B’. It is very reassuring to know that our 
foundational purpose is retained so strongly after all these 
years. We also offer boys at High opportunity for excellence 
– in scholarship, in sportsmanship, in a wide range of 
co-curricular endeavours, in service and in fellowship.  
Participation in and organisation of these non-academic 
activities were originally the responsibility of the students. 
Over the generations since the 1880s, staff, parents and 
Old Boys have offered their time and money to support our 
students in these activities. These actions became vitally 
necessary as the standard of the competition and the 
expectations of students and parents grew. In today’s GPS 
environment a great deal of effort is required from everyone 
to deliver programs to a competitive standard.

Back in 1965, the last Leaving Certificate was held, marking 
the end of an era for that credential that had existed since 
1913. Robert Menzies was still the Prime Minister and Robin 
Askin replaced Jack Renshaw as Premier of NSW, bringing 
to an end 24 years of Labor rule. The Rolling Stones toured 
Australia. Charles Perkins led the Freedom Ride to raise 
awareness of the plight of indigenous Australians. The P.W. 
Hallett sundial was erected in the courtyard as an expression 
of the School’s great affection for Perce Hallett, Deputy 
Principal (1935-1952). It remains there today. The Record 
in 1965 was lamenting the reduced number of boys trying 
out for GPS sports. The rowers were exhorted to commit to 
‘hard work, real effort and absolute cooperation’ in order to 
raise their standard. The second XV were co-premiers. First 
grade basketball won their local CHS competition. Graham 
Dunn won the Australian Junior Butterfly Championship. 
Trevor Osborne was made captain of the Combined GPS 
first XI. Neville Morgan, ‘the mighty atom’ was captain of 
boats and the first XV, as well as School Captain. John 
Murry was vice Captain and there were twenty-five School 
Prefects. Our School Prefects have always been seen as 
‘keeping the music alive’. Their actions demonstrated the 
ethos of the school to the wider school community.

Turning to our current human emblems of High spirit and 
leadership, I trust that every Prefect Intern inducted today 
perceives himself in terms of his stewardship of the role of 
School Prefect. The All Blacks make a promise to: ‘Leave 
the jersey in a better place’. Our Prefects must be great role 
models and demonstrate high quality leadership at High. 
Each one of you must endeavour to uphold and enhance 
the traditions of this fine school. We hope you will leave 
the office in a better place when you move on. We have 
set a high bar. You will have to maintain a high academic 
standard in state terms. You need to participate in two GPS 
sports in your final year. You need to earn one hundred 
Student Award Scheme points and qualify for an Award in 
your last year at school. You need to demonstrate to all 

your peers that you believe in the ethos of the school. Be 
proud to serve in an institution that has produced with such 
marvellous consistency and frequency, high achieving all-
rounders for 132 years.

Why do we engage in this ritual of preserving the office of 
School Prefect and testing Inductees for three terms to 
prove them worthy? Everyone needs a place to stand – to 
belong. You will stand in a place in the history of our school. 
We will want you to stand up – for yourselves, for each other 
and for the culture of the scholar-sportsman. We will help 
you stand together to represent our culture. Your strength 
will be in mutual cooperation. You will learn when to stand 
back to let the voices of others be heard and to listen to 
other thought leaders in the school. Sometimes, you will 
have to stand aside and not engage in certain behaviours 
in order to stay true to your pledge. At all times, we will 
want you to stand for our values: of striving for excellence 
in every endeavour; of grasping every opportunity; and of 
becoming well-rounded, balanced people ready for the 
world and its diverse challenges. Congratulations to all 
Prefect Interns, who have reached the qualifying standard, 
been elected and are now making their commitment to 
serve. Best wishes to you all.

His Honor, Justice John Sackar Speech

Dr Jaggar, members of the teaching staff and Gentlemen.

First, I would like to thank Dr Jaggar for inviting me to give 
this occasional address. I am deeply honoured. Secondly, a 
little history with which you may be familiar. For a little over 
132 years this school has educated boys from all over NSW. 
It was one of six high schools established under the Public 
Instruction Act 1880. There were two schools in Sydney -- 
Sydney Boys and Sydney Girls.

The other four schools, two boys’ and two girls’ schools, 
were established in Bathurst and Goulburn, respectively. 
The concept of a state school was thought at the time, to 
be an experiment that perhaps would not last. That was 
certainly true of the four schools in regional NSW. But not 
only did the two Sydney schools survive; they have both over 
that time assumed a substantial and rightful prominence in 
the NSW educational system.

From the very beginning, and over the generations, this 
school has had a steady stream of teachers, who were 
inspirational, intelligent, broad visioned men and women 
who cultivated the pursuit of excellence in all fields of 
endeavor. The prefect system, on the other hand, was first 

introduced into Sydney Boys a hundred and five years ago in 
1910. Fourteen boys were appointed in that year.

I myself was part of that same process a half a century or so 
later. I felt no different then, as I do now --I was very proud 
to be a student at this school and for a time at least, to have 
played a part in its governance. If history repeats itself, and 
it does have a habit of doing so; you are going to be among 
some of this country’s leaders. Some of you will study the  
sciences, some humanities and some both. Whatever may 
be the case, each of you will go forward from today in an 
official capacity as leaders  within the school.

So, what are the qualities of a good leader?

I don’t think I could improve on what Nelson Mandela had 
to say on the topic when he remarked: “Honesty, sincerity, 
simplicity, pure generosity, absence of vanity, readiness to 
serve others -  qualities that are within easy reach of every 
soul.” Leaders, of course, comprise all personality types 
and some of their qualities are innate. However, in essence 
leadership is all about a capacity to inspire, to enthuse and 
ultimately, to guide.

His Honour, Justice John Sackar
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Leaders are very often problem solvers, innovators 
and planners, who by their very attitude, and conduct 
encourage others to follow them.

Leaders enquire — they challenge, intelligently and 
constructively, however calmly and fairly. The desire to 
enquire, to challenge and speak their mind will be driven by 
a passion; that is, a passion to understand. But in speaking 
their mind they will always listen intently and patiently to 
others. They will be confident in their decision making but 
will always arrive at their conclusions logically and fairly. 
The leader’s role is not to be loved but to do the right thing 
or, to put that another way, to do the right thing with love. 
Above all else, their actions must meet the highest ethical 
standards and that will often require courage.

Our society faces many serious challenges. There are new 
and emerging threats to our democratic way of life. Strong 

leadership is more important than ever before. You as 
prefects will be the senior student representatives of the 
school, and very much a part of its fabric and its ongoing 
reputation. In a sense, this is the start of you playing a 
greater role in our community and hence our democratic 
way of life.

Your belief in yourself and in each other, together with the 
strong independent tradition, which this school rightly 
promotes and enjoys, will stand you in good stead. As 
Nelson Mandela also said: “What counts in life is not 
the mere fact that we have lived. It is what difference we 
have made to the lives of others that will determine the 
significance of the life we lead”.

Gentlemen may I take this opportunity of wishing you the 
very warmest of best wishes for the future.

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P&C Report

The Sydney High Parents and Citizens Association

Sydney Boys High School P&C was established in the 
school in 1925 and has been an integral part of the school 
community since that date. The role and functions of the 
P&C are determined according to the objectives outlined 
in the P&C constitution which include the promotion of 
the interests of the school by bringing parents, citizens, 
students and teaching staff into close co-operation; and to, 
assist in providing facilities and equipment for the school, 
and in promoting the recreation and welfare of the students 
at the school.

To this end, the P&C works closely with the Principal and 
the school executive, providing assistance and resources 
where requested, particularly in areas beyond the remit of 
the Department of Education and Communities. As well, 
the P&C provides an important representative role within 
the school and helps to promote and support the school’s 
foundation objective of developing scholar sportsmen. 
Examples of this support through 2015 include: 

• Providing funding for school projects outside of the 
school’s budget from profits generated by the school 
canteen and parent contributions.

• Providing representation and expertise on the 
various working committees within the school, 
including the Governors Centre project control 
group, the Light Rail project working group and the 
Tibby Cotter bridge working group.

• Committing time, resources and hosting of the 
school family function – the SBHS Big Night Out.

• Planning and undertaking the New Parents’ 
Welcome at the start of the school year.

• Providing support for, and representation on the 
School Council, Sydney High Foundation and School 
Sports Council.

• Representing parents, carers and the wider school 
community on selection panels.

• Managing parking revenues on behalf of the co-
curricular groups and the school.

In 2015, the P&C was grateful for the support offered by 
a dedicated group of parents who generously gave their 
time serving on the executive committee. Thank you to 
all of the committee members who provided generous 
time supporting the school and the P&C throughout 2015; 
many of whom undertook P&C roles on the various school 
governance bodies - or provided help and expertise in their 
specialist fields. Thank you to all involved.

Year group parent representatives volunteer to provide a 
vital link between the School, P&C and parents. Many of 
these parent volunteers carry this role through their six 
years at the school. This year, as in previous years, the 
year group parents’ representatives have been active in 
disseminating essential information and organising social 
evenings for their year groups. 2015 saw incoming Year 7 
parents taking up this valuable role, and we look forward 
to getting to know them over the coming years.

At this time of year, we bid farewell to many Year 12 
parents and carers who have supported the school in a 
variety of ways during their boys’ time at High. The P&C 
and the school community owe them a debt of gratitude 
for their tireless efforts and wish them well in the future. 
These parents and carers can be found involved in the many 
activities that make up life at SBHS, whether it be in sport, 
debating, music, selection panels, governance bodies, 
canteen or parking. Thank you to all the Year 12 parents 
who have helped sustain the ethos of the school through 
their work on P&C projects or through the P&C co-curricular 
sub-committees.

P&C Funding Contributions to School Programs

Consistent with the P&C’s objective of assisting “in providing 
facilities and equipment for the school”, the P&C has a 
distinct focus on raising and distributing funds for projects 
and programmes within the school. The financial capacity 
to provide this assistance is made possible by the support 
of parents through a combination of P&C membership fees, 
provision of event car parking within the school grounds, 
funds raised by whole school community events and profits 
from the school canteen. 

In the past few years, the P&C has assisted in several 
significant projects including the following:

• Community, student support & School liaison  
Officer $20k

• Replacement School bus $122k

• Replacement photocopier $20k

• Roads/playground upgrade $15k

• Co-funding of the Staff Common room 
refurbishment $35k

• Third year advisor $15k

• Other School projects $70

• Contribution to P&C sub-committees over $400k 
(Oct11-Jul15)

A very special thanks to the Canteen Sub-committee, who 
together with the canteen staff and their dedicated group 
of volunteers, have returned $90,000 back to the school 
to augment parent donations for the purposes above. The 
dedication and energy of the canteen team continues to 
produce outstanding dividends for the school and our 
students.

New Parents Welcome & Big Night Out

The New Parents Welcome organised by the P&C, as well as 
the family evening known as the Big Night Out, have been 
annual events for some time now; funded in large part and 
resourced by the P&C and parent/carer volunteers. Both 
these events require substantial input by those involved 
and the P&C would like to thank the many volunteers who 
helped make these events a success; through co-ordinating 
the events, as well as the many parents, carers and friends 
of the school who set-up, cooked, cleaned, and marketed 
for these two important dates on the school calendar.

P&C Co-curricular Sub-committees

Sydney Boys High is unique as a state public school in its 
involvement in the demanding Athletics Association of 
Great Public Schools (GPS) competition. This, coupled 
with the extensive co-curricular programmes available to 
High students and its selective school status, provides boys 
with an educational experience unmatched in the state 
education system. Parent/carer involvement is essential in 
maintaining these opportunities now and into the future. 
Co-curricular Sub-committees and supporter groups are in 
the frontline of this involvement in marshalling volunteers 
and raising additional funds through parking, canteens, 
barbeques and providing other support as required. Thank 
you to the Sub-committees and their teams of volunteers 
for their hard work and selflessness throughout 2015. 

P&C Projects, Issues and Participation in Working

Sydney High School Foundation

The Sydney High School Foundation Report

The Sydney High School Foundation continues to play a vital 
role in facilitating many of the activities and opportunities 
provided by SBHS as a leading public high school and a GPS 
school.

The Foundation is an incorporated association managed by 
representatives from the Parents and Citizens’ Association 
and the Old Boys’ Union, working with the School Principal. 
The Foundation assists with the management of the Great 
Hall and the cricket nets, and manages the tennis courts 
complex, the High Store, the licence for use of the McKay 
Playing Fields and Fairland Pavilion, the Outterside Centre 
rowing sheds, the Sydney High School Building Fund, the 
art collection in the School, and four other trust funds for 
scholarships, assistance and academic prizes for the boys.

These are facilities and resources that no other public 
school enjoys. Most have been provided through the efforts 
and contributions of previous generations of parents and 
old boys. The Foundation’s task is to maintain and extend 
these resources for the benefit of current and future 
generations of students. 

2015 saw further progress in meeting this challenge. 
Highlights included:

• Continuation of the maintenance catch-up and 
the upgrade and reconfiguration of facilities at the 
Outterside Centre; this year, focusing on major roof 
repairs, the electrical system, the kitchen, boundary 
fences, accessibility and parking. Over the last 
five years and partly funded by rent from co-use 
of the facilities by two girls’ schools, this work has 

substantially lifted the capacity, and significantly 
improved the amenity and operational capability 
of the facility. Planning and receipt of further 
council approvals for the implementation of our 
Development Consents for building alterations and 
additional uses, such as adult rowing, conferences 
and cooking classes, of the Outterside Centre, 
which will provide opportunities to increase the 
income generated by the facility.

• Successful negotiation with the Centennial Park 
Trust, of access charges for the McKay playing fields 
under the Licence Agreement.

• Further maintenance and refurbishment of the 
Fairland Pavilion facilities.

• Ongoing discussion with the Centennial Park Trust 
regarding long-term future use and upgrade of the 
McKay playing fields/Fairland Pavilion and, after the 
Light Rail project is completed, Moore Park West.

• Giving notice to the Department of Education of 
the Foundation’s intention to exercise its option 
to renew its Licence for the Tennis court complex 
and receiving notice from our Sub-Licensee of its 
intention to exercise its option to renew its Sub-
Licence. 

• The grant by the Department of Education of a new 
Licence Agreement for the High Store which will 
provide long-term operating certainty for the Store.

• Purchase by the Killip Trust Fund of a new Aboriginal 
art collection, which will hang in the school and be 
used in teaching the art curriculum.

• Completion of a detailed MOU with all the school 
governance bodies for a sustainable SBHS 
Fundraising Program across the whole school and 
Old Boy community, managed by a sub-committee 
of the Foundation.

• Recruiting a full-time Development Director to 
establish and lead the Fundraising Program; setting 
up a Development Office; working with the School 
and the SHS Old Boys Union to develop a new parent 
and Old Boy database; setting up other fundraising 
arrangements and systems; establishing a new 
Foundation website to facilitate fundraising; and 
conducting the first fundraising campaigns.

• The expected accumulation of around $400,000 
of donations and interest in the long term fund for 
the Governors Centre joint project with Sydney Girls 
High School; and the provision of $40,000 towards 
maintenance of existing assets;

• The addition of around $30,000 to the capital of the 
trust funds, including the Sydney Boys High School 
Student Assistance and Scholarship Funds, which 
provide funding assistance to students who might 
otherwise be unable to participate fully in school 
activities.

Given the unique involvement of SBHS in GPS and other 
co-curricular activities, many other needs remain, and the 
Foundation is developing arrangements, and accumulating 
funds to help provide, progressively, further facilities and 
resources to the School.

I would like to thank all the members of the Foundation 
Management Committee, our venue managers, and the 
many other parent and Old Boy workers for their valuable 
and entirely voluntary contributions during the year. 
Also, record our appreciation of the work of Chris Brown, 
Development Director, and Jennifer Chapman in the 
Development Office; Michelle Gentele, manager of the 
High Store; and James Hsieh, our accountant, who carry 
out their roles so professionally.

We thank Diana Sutherland, 
a Year 12 mum for her assistance in the secretary role over 
the past three years, and to all our committee members for 
their dedicated work. We also appreciate the assistance 
of our Year 12 Prefects who volunteer their time in the 
canteen, giving up their lunch breaks.

Most importantly, thank you to our parents and other 
volunteers. We all lead very busy lives and the assistance 
of those who give up their free time and re-arrange work 
commitments to help in the canteen is invaluable and much 
appreciated. Without your help it would not be possible to 
supply the quality home-made foods, which the boys enjoy 
so much. 

With all canteen profits being returned to the P&C, the 
canteen is able to forward substantial contributions to the 
school for necessary equipment purchases and upgrades, 
which benefit all of our sons’ education. This year, we were 
again able to contribute $35,000.00 in term two and a 

further $55,000.00 in term three. So far these funds have 
been allocated as follows:

$30,000 Contribution to the Governors Centre

$30,000 Replacement of science textbooks Years 7-10

$10,000 Contribution for buses replacement

$5,000 Assistance with funding the extra Year Advisers 
 for the Junior School

$5,000 Contribution towards grounds improvement

$10,000 Trust Fund for Special Needs held by 
 the Foundation

High Resolves

The High Resolves initiative is a global leadership program 
which provides an interactive opportunity for students to 
explore the role they can play in leadership, to address 
important issues and bring about social change that can 
have a positive and lasting impact on the world we live in.

All Year 8 students undertook two modules of this program, 
Collective Identity and Justice; examining the notion and 
impact of multiculturalism on our lives, and analyse justice 
issues in relation to human rights, homelessness, refugees, 
and poverty at local, national and international levels. The 
Year 10 High Resolves leaders were able to be guide Year 
8 students as small group facilitators and mentors. Year 8 
students have the opportunity to apply to be trained and 
participate in the High Resolves leadership program in 
years 9 and 10. 

Thirty Year 9 students completed the Conflict Resolution 
and Collective Action module throughout the year. They 
undertook a school action project addressing the issue 
of ‘self-esteem’. These activities enable students to 
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discover, participate, discuss and make decisions about 
global problems such as climate change. Students will 
also evaluate the impacts of key international reports 
and government documents. The emphasis of the Year 9 
program was leadership skill development.

Thirty-two Year 10 High Resolves leaders undertook 
a community action project looking at the increasing 
problem of homelessness in Sydney, in which they worked 
in teams following a corporate project management model, 
guided by corporate mentors. Their goal to reach a target 
audience of five thousand people through social media 
and public distribution of information pamphlets was 
exceeded, reaching an audience of over seven thousand 
people. This provided the opportunity for students to put 
their leadership skills into practice.

The High Resolves motto ‘Our World, Our Choice!’ was 
exemplified by the students choosing to participate, to 
learn, to develop their leadership skills, and to successfully 
apply these and make a difference. Congratulations to all 
the students in the High Resolves program in 2015.

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Student Wellbeing Report

First, I would like to thank the students, parents, and staff at 
Sydney Boys High School for your warm welcome, as I began 
my role of Head Teacher Student Wellbeing in term two. I 
would also like to thank Mr Cipolla for his work in relieving 
this position in term one. The existing student wellbeing 
program has many positive impacts for our students at 
High, and I intend to continue the same trajectory of 
providing quality of the students’ school life.

Additions to the welfare program were made in 2013 and 
2014, and these programs have been extended and refined 
in 2015. In 2015, we are primarily concerned with fostering 
attitudes of mutual respect and confident participation 
among the students, who form our school community. This 
school’s educational aims encompass meeting not just 
the academic needs of its students, but also the personal, 
social and learning needs of its students. We are aiming to 
enhance the students’ happiness at school, while fostering 
social skills for the students to apply in the classroom, 
as well as, in their personal lives. I am proud to work at 
a school that takes its students’ social lives as seriously 
as its students’ test scores. We hope that these new 
programs will enhance our students’ happiness in school 
and at home, while ensuring their safety through carefully 
curated events. We have continued Brainstorm productions 
throughout terms two and three to complement Values 
Education programs. These productions present relevant 
social issues to students in an intriguing and engaging way, 
followed by short question and answer sessions. This year, 

we have also connected with the local school police liaison 
officer and she presented to Year 9-11 students on various 
topics. This increases the awareness of social and physical 
domains of student wellbeing. 

We desire to create opportunities for student satisfaction, 
which is reflected in the way we demonstrate care and 
provide opportunities for our students to enjoy success 
and recognition. We give the students opportunities to 
make contributions to their student culture and their 
school because we have found that when students take 
control of their learning they derive more satisfaction from 
the experience. Our co-curricular programs for personal 

and talent development, leadership, and citizenship show 
our commitment to fostering a fulfilling and happy student 
culture. 

One change that I am very excited about are the individual 
learning support plans we have implemented to assist 
students in academic excellence, in partnership with their 
parents. We acknowledge that students are individuals 
with specific learning styles and needs, and therefore, 
we are trying to cater to differing needs with these new 
individual learning support plans. Additionally, working 
with parents makes our school even more impactful in 
our students’ lives. We are thrilled that we have parent 
participation in this new project, which should help the 
students find academic success. With tailored support 
plans and parent participation, the students should excel. 
We welcome Ms Catherine Rodakis as the new School 
Learning Support Officer, to assist students with the newly 
implemented individual learning support plans. We aim to 
support our students’ cognitive wellbeing so that they can 
best experience positive learning and have their potential 
nurtured and flourished. 

The trial and implementation of three year advisers for 
Year 7 and Year 8 has been such a success that we are also 
rolling this plan out to Year 9. This program has allowed the 
boys in Year 7 and Year 8 to gain much more specialised 
attention in their formative years, which we feel has helped 
us to identify students who could use support, as well as, 
helps us identify areas that require intervention. Early 
assistance is an excellent way to help our students thrive 
academically, and this program has been a great tool. We 
are excited to see the changes in the students in Year 9, 

as this program continues to grow and be refined. We are 
looking forward to implementing additional practices to 
enhance the interactions between the year advisers and 
the students.

A new program that has been integrated into the school 
this year is a social board game group, which is held every 
Wednesday during lunchtime. This board game group is 
open to Year 7 to 9 students. The goal of this group is to 
help build friendship and resilience through board games. 
Board games nurture creativity, resourcefulness and 
critical thinking skills, while promoting sportsmanship, 
friendship and fun. The best way to get students to learn is 
when they don’t even realize they are learning, and this is 
a great example. The social board game group is a popular 
activity with the students, and we are excited to see the 
friendships and alliances that will be forged through this 
fun and playful event. 
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Student participation in numerous programs across the 
school has continued to grow. In 2014, we saw a strong 
interest in community service activities, such as Big Brother 
and Boggabilla Central School exchange. This is a trend that 
continues into 2015. Community service and leadership 
activities encourage students to learn and use important 
life skills, and we are pleased to see the students engaged 
in activities outside of the classroom.

Finally, I would like to thank everyone involved with the 
Wellbeing team for their commitment and enthusiasm 
to the students; to promoting a happy, fulfilling student 
life culture at Sydney Boys High. I am thankful; you have 
welcomed me so warmly into this team.

Community Service

The Community Service Committee continued this year to 
rally behind a large number of non-profit organisations to 
support those in the community most in need of assistance 
for the social justice issues and inequality they suffer under. 
This year, the CSC has continued to propel young High 
boys into a wider world of youth volunteering, leadership 
opportunities and awareness of the wider community, and 
the important impact that their effort has on the lives of 
those in less fortunate circumstances.

The year’s fundraising events began with the annual World’s 
Greatest Shave in support of the Leukaemia Foundation, 
with wide-scale appeal to boys of all ages. Awareness 
events such as the Harmony Day awareness event, White 
Ribbon Day and annual Wear it Purple Day SBHS/SGHS 
basketball game also proved to be highly popular and 
important events, furthering inclusion and understanding 
for youth at risk of bullying and exclusion, including racial, 
sexual or religious minorities. The annual Red Cross 
Blood Drive also continues to be another popular route of 
donation and support for those who need assistance.

Community Outreach programs and involvement was also 
successful this year, with over thirty students involved in 
the Convo@Clevo program; spending some of their free 
time at Cleveland Street Intensive high school as student 
mentors. ‘Bourke Street Buddies’ at Bourke Street Public 
school and after school volunteers at Kira Kids Childcare 
Centre were other areas, where High boys interacted with 
and gave back to the local community.

The quarterly barbeques for each year charity continued 
to be highly popular among students and teachers, with 
the accompanying mufti day events raising a total of over 
$10,000 for Jeans for Genes (Year 8), Boggabilla Central 
School (Year 9), and the Lak Saviya Foundation (Year 10), 
with the Stewart House (Year 7) event and the Sir Roden 
Cutler Foundation external collection (Year 11) still to 
take place. A total of $15410.00 was raised by the Year 12 
cohort for their year charity, the Oasis Foundation, a branch 
of the Salvation Army which provides services to fight 
youth homelessness, a phenomenal effort which shows 
the impressive effect when large numbers of High boys 
are involved. Other external collection events included 
Starlight Day, Bandaged Bear Day, Daffodil Day ($1941.30), 
Legacy Day ($4700), as well as the Red Nose Day collection 
($5100). Despite a number of changes in administration 
that drastically reduced the number of students allowed 
to participate in external collections, the total fundraised 
amount this year was $32786.40.

None of this would have been possible without the efforts 
of the tireless volunteers, who spent many hours raising 
money and lending help to those in need. We would also 
like to thank Mr Barris for his excellent handling and 
continual enthusiasm in his new role in guiding the CSC 
forward, following the departure of Mr Phillipson; as well 
as the CSC executive, for the valuable time spent preparing 
for events and activities across the year. We would like to 
thank the school and Dr Jaggar for their continual support.

National Reconciliation Week, it’s time to change 
it up!

SBHS marked reconciliation week with a Sorry Day 
assembly on Wednesday 27th May, 2015. This has been 
a regular event in our calendar for several years now. Dr 
Jaggar gave a speech highlighting inequities in our criminal 
justice system towards Indigenous people, and urged the 
boys to focus on their own opinions to change it up for the 
better of our whole nation. Following this, Marcus Borscz, 
Derek Nguyen, Vinushan Kuganathan and Vasco Santos-
Dwyer read poems and speeches they had written. These 
were moving and demonstrated a genuine apology to the 
Indigenous people. The assembly gave way to a broader 
discussion on racism and highlighted some of the ways in 
which our school community can change it up! Reprinted 
here is Vasco’s poem:

We’re Sorry
I don’t know what we were thinking,
When we first saw the Aboriginals,
On the Charlotte and Scarborough of the first fleet, 
There must have been some pretty ignorant individuals.
We don’t know what they were thinking,
When they first saw white men,
But the mistake that we made,
We will never make again.
What we are trying to say,
Is that we apologise.
For what we did to you,
Caused cultural compromise.
I don’t know why we did it,
It was a poor decision,
For you and your families,
To suffer such division.
What we did was unacceptable,
And for that we’ll pay the price,
Of having to live with the guilt,
Of knowing it wasn’t nice.
It would’ve been awful,
To have been taken away,
Once again we’re sorry,
For sins of past days.

Good morning / afternoon everyone. The Aboriginal 
Australians are the original owners of the land. It has been 
successfully sustained for over 40,000 years.

The ‘Stolen Generations’ is one of the darkest chapters of 
Australian history; an infamous event, which happened as 
recently as the early 1970’s. This was the forced removal of 
Aboriginal children from their families. These children were 

separated from their mothers, their fathers, their sisters, 
their brothers and were forced to grow up with isolated 
thoughts. The ‘Stolen Generations’ grew up in foster 
families or missions. They were released into ‘white society’ 
at the age of eighteen. The experience would scar most for 
the rest of their lives. Even today, many Aboriginals are still 
searching for their parents and siblings.

Zita Wallace was taken at the age of eight. A few years ago 
she said this. “There is no black or white, we are both of 
those. I am black and I am white. We were the product 
of white men raping our traditional women. We were an 
embarrassment. No-one wanted us. They just wanted us 
out of the way.” This is a product of the ‘Stolen Generations’. 

The children of the ‘Stolen Generation’ grew in numbers. 
Generations of Aboriginal families were taken. Legacies 
lost. Identities lost. The children were numbered and given 
away.

In 2008, the Prime Minister, Kevin Rudd gave a speech; a 
speech which would spark change. A speech as important 
to Australia’s history as Martin Luther King Jr’s ‘I Had a 
Dream’ was to the USA’s. ‘The course of action is clear; 
that is, to deal now with what has become of the darkest 
chapters of Australia’s history. In doing so, we are doing 
more than contending with the facts, the evidence and the 
often rancorous public debate. In doing so, we are also 
wrestling with our own soul. This is not, as some would 
argue, a black-armband view of history; it is just the truth: 
the cold, confronting, uncomfortable truth - facing it, 
dealing with it, moving on from it. Until we fully confront 
that truth, there will always be a shadow hanging over us 
and our future as a fully united and fully reconciled people. 
It is time to reconcile. It is time to recognise the injustices 
of the past. It is time to say sorry. It is time to move forward 
together.’

We continue to be oblivious to the issues that this speech 
was about. We apologised for the mistreatment of the 
‘Stolen Generation’. But this is not enough. Aboriginal 
individuals are less likely to get a job because of their 
race. It is 2015 and yet, many of the stereotypes still exist. 
Stereotypes like ‘Aboriginals are drunks, are violent, are 
un-educated dole-bludgers’. Unless we educate others, 
the false stereotypes will continue. Ninety-three percent 
of Indigenous Australians think that non-Indigenous 
Australians are coming to false conclusions without 
knowing all the facts.

Many Aboriginal people have made successful careers. 
Adam Goodes holds the record for the most AFL games 
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played by an Indigenous Australian. Greg Inglis is one 
of the best Indigenous NRL players of all time. He has 
represented Queensland, Australia and even led the South 
Sydney Rabbitohs to their first premiership in forty-three 
years. Cathy Freeman was the first ever Aboriginal to be a 
Commonwealth Games Gold Medallist.

By saying sorry, we acknowledged our mistakes. But if we 
don’t change anything, have we learnt from our mistakes? 
“It’s time to change it up!”

Ever since the first Europeans occupied the shores of Sydney, 
the indigenous people of Australia have been mistreated. 
An example of this oppression is the controversial Stolen 
Generation. From the early 1900’s to the 70’s, tens of 
thousands of Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander children 
were taken from their families and communities by the 
government. They were institutionalised or placed in foster 
homes, inflicting profound grief and suffering to the national 
indigenous population. Due to this prejudice, the native 
cultures of this land have been divided from the rest of the 
country. While we have prospered, the isolated Aboriginal 
communities have been left with limited opportunities of 
education, work and health.

However, there is a chance to build bridges, closing the 
gap between the indigenous Australians and the rest of 
the nation. Sorry Day is a day of reconciliation, a day to 
acknowledge the past wrongs and establish a link between 
our cultures. It is about improving the outcomes for 
Aboriginals and Torres Strait Islanders in the 21st Century, 
giving them a comprehensive education, opportunity 
in the work force, support for the development of their 
community, and enhanced living standards. By saying one 
word, by sending a simple message of sorry, we become 
closer to the ideal dream of a united Australia.

I was fortunate enough to experience an introduction 
into the way of life in an indigenous community through 
the Boggabilla Exchange. I’ve seen just how different their 
lives are when compared to ours. There is a thirteen year 
old boy up there, just like myself. However, because of the 
difference in culture and remoteness of where he lives, 
he doesn’t have the complete access to the resources 
that we take for granted. He can barely speak English, he 
truants regularly from school, he doesn’t own the latest 
smartphone, he hasn’t seen the newest movies, and he 
hasn’t even been to the beach. What I want to see, are 
more opportunities available to the national indigenous 
community; whether it is the introduction of a local rugby 
club, a new school in the area, or an exchange program to 
a city. If this happens, the future for Australia’s indigenous 
population is only positive. 

All of us sitting in this hall today are the next generation. 
If we can promote the equality of indigenous people now, 
then we will guarantee a united Australia in the future. 
There is no divide between us anymore; we all live on 
the same land, we all belong to same nation, we are all 
together and it’s time to change it up.

Boggabilla Exchange

At the ridiculous time of six o’clock on a Sunday morning, 
around twenty enthusiastic Sydney High students loaded 
their bags and boarded the school minibus, heading 
towards the remote Indigenous community of Boggabilla 
in north-west NSW. After enduring a twelve-hour long bus 
trip, passing through some iconic country towns, we were 
greeted with the smiles of Boggabilla locals, all excited to 
see a group of ‘city boys’ arrive.

As the sun was starting to go down, we unpacked our bags 
in the local preschool before being treated to a delicious 
lasagne for dinner. Recognising some old faces, we then 
introduced ourselves and played games with the ‘Bogga’ 
students. The epic basketball battle between High and 
Boggabilla Central School was a real test of our ability. 
Finally, we got to bed, awaiting the untold adventures of 
the next day.

After a bacon and egg breakfast in the morning, we again 
hopped on the bus and travelled five minutes down the road 
to historical Old Toomelah mission. The atmosphere there 
was completely different to that of Boggabilla, resonating 
a sense of eeriness due to the remoteness and poor living 
conditions. Nevertheless, we were shown a huge carved 
tree that was used to make Indigenous canoes, which was 
quite fascinating considering the primitive technology they 
had.

The next part of the day involved us camping on the banks 
of the Macintyre River; setting up tents, lighting fires, 
fishing and socialising with others. It was a great way to 
create friendships with the Boggabilla students, staying up 
late talking about an endless array of topics. Not only this, 
but many of us learnt some new skills, while still having 
heaps of fun in the process.

After the campsite was completely cleared (which probably 
took more time than it should have), we travelled to the 
sacred site of Boobera Lagoon. This pristine lagoon is 
considered to be the resting place of the Indigenous 
Dreamtime legend ‘The Rainbow Serpent’. We were told 
stories by the elder, Aunt Fran, and it was amazing to see 
how devoted and respectful they are to their culture. After 
that, we unloaded our belongings at the local motel before 
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travelling to Queensland! The town of Goondiwindi was 
substantially larger than Boggabilla, and there we shopped 
for food and souvenirs. That evening, we cooked dinner for 
the ‘Bogga’ students, and then exchanged gifts. The last 
night at the motel gave us a good chance to catch up on 
sleep before the long drive home.

I would personally like to thank the whole Boggabilla 
community for their kindness and generosity and to 
Ms Powell, Mr Barris and Ms Munro for organising and 
accompanying us through the entire trip. This year has 
proven that the cultural exchange will continue to operate 
successfully in the future, providing a comprehensive 
understanding of life in rural Australia. I believe that it has 
helped develop me as a person, giving me new experiences 
and allowing me to have a more open-minded view. I 
really encourage for more students to do it next year and 
hopefully I’ll see you there.

Fundraising
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Libraries

The Macdonald Senior Library

This year has been an exciting one for the libraries at Sydney 
Boys High. In March, we implemented the new Oliver library 
management system, which has meant many educational 
and management improvements over the old dos-based 
Oasis system. This has also meant that we were able to 
begin purchasing Ebooks to add to our library collections, 
as well as, the continuation of extending our traditional 
format books, magazines, DVD’s and websites. Use of the 
Senior library has continued to expand with most seniors in 
Year 11 and Year 12 choosing to study, and do their research 
and reading in the Senior Library during their ‘free’ periods; 
ensuring a very busy working and collaborative atmosphere. 
The Senior library has had many resources added to its 
collection, aimed specifically at our clientele of senior 
students and towards Higher School Certificate studies. 
Class bookings have also increased with teachers of seniors 
bringing their classes to the Senior library for English and 
wide reading; Visual Arts, History and Geography among 
other subjects.  

Oliver Library Management System

The implementation of the new Oliver system radically 
improved the way we catalogue, accession and process our 
new library materials, making it easier to tailor resource 
links and improve accessibility, specifically, for our Sydney 
Boys High students. Now that we have a web-based system, 
students are able to search the catalogue, as well as see 
all the new materials displayed on carousels, look at book 
lists, and go to resource links like State Library of NSW and 
Britannica Encyclopaedia online. They can also go directly 
to our two new ebook platforms (Wheelers and Overdrive) 
from the Library Homepage, and borrow books regardless 
of their location, i.e. at home or when they are using their 
own BYO device, as long as the internet is available.

Ebooks

The addition of ebooks to our library collection has not 
replaced the traditional book collection, it has expanded 
the range of literature and information formats available, 
and gives students a greater choice in how they prefer to 
read and when they wish to select and read them. The two 
librarians have deliberately selected materials by age range 
initially, with those available from the Wheelers ebook 
platform, at present, representing more titles chosen for 
senior students. Search functionality has been extended 
and made more powerful with features such as federated 

search, which gives the ability of students to not only 
search the library catalogue but to also extend this search 
with results from Encyclopaedia Britannica Online and the 
best, most relevant articles from Google. This directs them 
away from relying solely on Wikipedia and refines their 
search results so that they are not faced with thousands of 
‘hits’ on Google many of which are not relevant, and which 
may be biased or of poor quality.

The Senior Library Use

This is the sixth year that the Senior library has existed and 
operated for the sole use of Year 10, 11 and 12 students. 
What started out as a space with tables, computers and 
a few magazines has now evolved into a Senior library and 
learning space, accepted and regarded by students as a 
preferred area for study, reading and research. Senior 
students, especially Year 11 and Year 12, spend quality 
learning time, either collaborating with fellow students or 
working in the quiet area individually.

Use of the library is consistently busy with the median 
number of students each day at two hundred and 
seventy-two, increasing at times to reach a maximum of 
four hundred and eight-five! When the library becomes 
overcrowded during lesson times classes are directed to 
work in the Junior Library.

In total there were almost thirty-five thousand student 
visits to the Senior library up to the end of August this year. 
So we know the facility is well used in both senses of the 
word. Well used in numbers, and well used as in the quality 
of the learning that is happening, while the students are in 
the Senior library.

Students Using Oliver

Sessions have been run by the Teacher Librarians this year, 
in conjunction with English teachers to introduce classes 

Senior students collaborating in the discussion area
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to the new library system and demonstrate features they 
can use for their research, to locate resources and browse, 
and borrow ebooks. Students and other school community 
members are sent regular new book lists via email and 
they are able to view the latest new titles on the Oliver 
Homepage. 

The State Library program continued this year with Year 9 
classes joining in preparation for their Year 10 work, and 
attending sessions to show them how to access and utilise 
the huge collection of databases available for research 
from the NSW State Library website. This access is free 
to members and allows students to find high quality, 
authoritative information for their subject research and 
assignments. They can use this card anywhere, including 
at school, home, and in joining the State Library of NSW, are 
setting themselves up for lifelong learning and academic 
excellence; throughout their school and university life and 
further in their careers. 

Senior Library Budget

This year funding of the library increased, which meant 
that we can continue building the collection with materials 
urgently needed to resource the curriculum, provide wide 
reading choices in fiction, non-fiction, magazines and 
other resources useful and interesting to senior students 
like DVD’s and a picture book collection suitable for 
older readers. We also found the extra funding useful for 
purchasing our new ebook collection.

Overall, this year has one of consolidation for the Senior 
library with the library collection reaching a point where 
the resources available meet the needs of the senior 
curriculum and interest areas of those using the library. The 
physical space of the Senior library is now optimally utilised 
with expansion in area needed to fully meet the needs of 
the students it serves, and to further expand the collection 
and study space. 

Finally, thanks are extended to all those responsible for 
the smooth and successful operation of the library this 

year, including library staff, Mrs O’Hare and Miss Thomas, 
student volunteers; especially our regular, Daniel Hu, who 
has worked many hours in the Senior library this year.

Junior Library Report

2015 was a momentous year for school libraries, in that 
all NSW schools have a new library system, Oliver, rolling 
out. Apart from getting a web-based system with many great 
features, this means that children in NSW schools are now 
able to access e resources, from e literature to e databases. 
Their libraries purchase for them wherever they may be; at 
home, on holidays or in the classroom. The school library 
is now an interactive online tool for its students, as well 
as a larger diverse space for classes wanting to combine 
group work with using either PC’s or their own devices. E 
resources guarantee maximum availability and potential 
use of every cent spent in a Library’s budget. It is there 
online for every boy.   2015 was a double bonus year for 
schools like ours, which went over 100% to BYOD (Bring 
your own device). Each and every one of our students has 
his own device which can be used for e reading. It is to be 
hoped that e-books and BYOD together, will begin to raise 
NAPLAN literacy results state wide. The secret will be the 
marketing of e books.

The Junior Library purchased four hundred e-books from 
OverDrive/Softlink. The Senior library purchased two 
hundred e-books from Wheelers. These six hundred books 
are now available for loan to our boys. The beauty of both 
e-book systems will be familiar to anyone who reads 
e-books from their local libraries, or who purchases them 
on Amazon.  The covers are attractively displayed, and a 
simple click downloads the book to whatever devices the 
boys want to use. Every boy in our school has a device 
which can enable him to read his school’s e-books via his 
portal and Oliver.  One of the most attractive features of 
Oliver is an interactive, individual and editable front page.  
Students log in to e-books from this page.  

The advent of both a library system and an e-book system 
presented our library staff with a steep learning curve in 
2015. We got a new library system right at the beginning 
of term two, and our first e-book system in term three. 
We were faced with the question of how to teach twelve 
hundred boys to use both of these systems. We had timely 
and very useful assistance from James Rudd and David 
Isaacs our network and Intranet Managers and the English 
Department gave us access to students during wide 
reading. The librarians took advantage of being also able 
to work with English staff to give them a “hands on” feel

for the e-book system. All staff are encouraged to borrow 
e-books, themselves.

Twenty-three students entered the Premier’s Reading 
Challenge acting on their own initiative this year. All of 
these boys were supposed to read twenty books, since last 
September.  Congratulations should go to these boys for 
their initiative and their parents for supporting their son’s 
reading. At the time of the Premier’s Reading Challenge 
each year, the junior librarian undertakes  an analysis 
of the reading habits of the entire school, as shown by 
Oliver reading records. This analysis showed: 76% of SBHS 
students read books from their two school libraries;  five 
boys in Years 7 & 8 were the top readers borrowing  over 
sixty books, with one student borrowing one hundred and 
forty-three, this year to date. The total library loans for the 
seven month period (February to August) are 3695.  So we 
could expect to borrow 5806 by the end of the year.

Class time area use  figures in the Junior Library over 
three terms has shown us that, contrary to the librarians’ 
expectations following the advent of Bring Your Own 
Device, the junior library was twenty-one percent full. The 
computer area was twenty-six percent full. The class area 
was thirty-six percent full and the ‘quiet area’ was twelve 
percent full. The student usage of the Junior Library during 

break times, before school, recess and lunch time, is quite 
strong. Over three terms in 2015, 12,744 boys made a choice 
to use the junior library. Early morning use is our strongest 
use with 5879 boys coming in to work or play chess before 
school. Gate counter figures  over three terms show that 
43,747 students walked through our library gates.  This 
figure gives a general indication of library use as students 
may come and go several times.

The use of laptops in the libraries show that students 
find the libraries a comfortable place to work with their 
laptops. The contrast with PC use indicates the decline of 
the use of PC’s in break times. However, there is still strong 
teacher requirement for the computer area with its PC’s 
as a teaching area. Despite BYOD and maybe because of 
e-books, our junior library remains a vibrant and interactive 
and student driven learning space for our junior boys.  Our 
Amateur Blitz Chess Competition was enjoyed by over 
thirty entrants, and was assisted by Chess club judges.   
Our library has hosted a number of Debates this year, and 
is being used a lot more often after school. Every Friday 
Night debaters meet with a coach for an hour after school. 

2015 has been a great year for wonderful and very valuable 
efforts by our library monitors. The boys have taken on 
some big tasks.  The most valuable task is putting all of

our covers onto our new library system. The boys are up to 
the ‘m’ authors, and have worked very hard on this. It has 
proved a very taxing job. We have had twenty-four active 
library monitors. James Chee, our wonderful library Prefect 
capped off six years of active assistance.

Students at Sydney Boys High are fortunate to be provided 
with two specialised areas, where their learning is made 
engaging and rewarding. Whether it be a single pursuit 
or a collective task, both libraries at High offer endless 
opportunities for students to: discover new resources, 
relax with a book or magazine, or even volunteer as a 
library monitor. As a student volunteer for over five years, 
I have come to witness and appreciate the changes that 
have made this specific learning environment so popular 
amongst students of all year groups.

The ability for the Libraries to cater for any and every aspect 
of a student’s learning experience has been supported by 
an integrated library system which is designed to allow 
students to more easily access and browse the material 
that is available in the school’s database. This year saw 
the installation of a new library system called Oliver, 
which has made the process of accessing books and texts 
easier and more efficient. With weekly emails sent out 
to students about the variety and presence of resources 
within the system, students are urged to make the most of 

this opportunity to excel in their academic pursuits.

Luckily for students at High, both libraries deviate from 
the stereotypical description of ‘a library’, each adopting 
their own unique style and selection of works, making the 
atmosphere more appealing, stimulating and acceptable. I 
know, from experience that my school mornings comprise 
of a one hour work session before class starts; the librarians 
have also noted this growing trend within the students of 
High. Whether it is to play Chess, read the day’s newspaper 
or even complete last night’s homework before lesson one; 
everyone has their own reason for utilising the facilities that 
Sydney Boys High School libraries have to offer.

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Interest in public speaking has continued to grow at Sydney 
Boys High. This is largely due to Khushaal Vyas’s ongoing 
commitment to coaching boys every Monday morning. 
Khushaal, an Old Boy, won the state final of Rostrum in his 
last year at High in 2013, and represented both High and 
NSW in Canberra, where he was named runner-up in the 
same year. 

Each year students compete in a range of competitions, 
including the Sydney Morning Herald’s Plain English 
Competition, the Legacy Junior competition, Rostrum 
Voice of the Youth, and the inter GPS Lawrence Campbell 
Oratory competition. This year also marked the inaugural 
Sydney Boys High School Junior and Senior Public Speaking 
competition. This competition will be an ongoing annual 
event, with the winning names engraved on the trophies 
and displayed in the cabinets near the front office. The 2015 
junior winner was Ryan Borges in Year 8, while Esmond Ye 
in Year 11 took out the senior division. The senior trophy 
has been named the Khushaal Vyas Trophy in honour of 
Khushaal’s outstanding achievements in public speaking 
while at High, and for his ongoing commitment as our 
resident coach.

The public speaking portfolio also expanded somewhat 
this year to include the legal and United Nations side of 
debating. This encompasses competitions such as MUNA, 

EVATT, Mock Mediations and Mock Trials. Our MUNA team 
of 2015, consisting of Andrew McNaughton, Esmond Ye and 
Vishal Karnamadakala, once again made it to the national 
finals in Canberra. This is the first time a team from any 
school has made it to the national finals in two consecutive 
years.

Year 9 film 
students, Justin Lai, Ryan Dow, Lachlan Fong and Dimas 
Sanjoyo have created a short film, as a visual record of the 
day’s events. 

Special thanks go to Ms Sarah Kim, who facilitated the 
music group, Ms Paris Munro, who facilitated both the art 
group and the film crew, and to the teachers from the other 
schools, who saw the potential in our invitation to join us in 
some ‘collaborative’ team work.

Philosothon

On Thursday night, 3rd of September, Cranbrook hosted the 
seventh Sydney Philosophon. The aim of the competition 
is to provide students with opportunities for philosophical 
discussion.

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Science

The Science staff in 2015 consisted of Mr Coan, Dr Carman, Dr

Science courses continued to be popular in 2015 with six 
science classes in Year 7 and Year 8, seven in Year 9 and 
Year 10, five senior Biology classes, one senior Science class, 
eleven senior Chemistry classes and eleven senior Physics 
classes. Year 10 selections for 2015 confirmed the increasing 
popularity of science subjects. 

Students have attended Physics lunchtime lectures, Chemistry 
enrichment, and exam mentoring after school. The National 
Science Competition, the Chemistry Quiz and Olympiad exams 

have all contributed to a full schedule. Kevin Ke represented 
Australia at the Asian Physics Olympiad held in Hangzhou.

Students put their knowledge and skills into practice on 
excursions to the University of Sydney Chemistry labs, The 
Powerhouse Museum, Luna Park, the Long Reef rock platform 
and Camp Kedron. Field trips provide valuable enrichment to 
the coursework.

The introduction of the National Curriculum for Years 7 to 10 
is now complete. Programs and assessments are now being 
reviewed and evaluated.

Modern Languages and Classics

ALC (Assessment of Language Competence) 
National Language Certificate Tests

In 2015 students from Sydney Boys High School sat the 
ALC National Language Certificate Tests in French, German 
and Chinese. One hundred and eighty-eight students sat 
listening and reading exams in the following Certificates: 
French Certificate 2 (Intermediate), French Certificate 3 
(Advanced), German Certificate 2 (Intermediate), German 
Certificate 3 (Advanced), Chinese Certificate 1 (Beginners), 
Chinese Certificate 2 (Intermediate) and Certificate 2 
(Background). The results of these tests will be available 
later in the year. 

Language Perfect World Championships

Approximately one thousand schools from twelve countries 
participated in this intense online competition. Students 
studied vocabulary and grammar in the language(s) of 
their choice. They answered thousands of questions, 
which resulted in our school being ranked thirty-second 
in Australia out of one hundred and seventy-four schools 
(in category based on size). Our students received eighty-
two awards in total, including eleven gold awards (three 
thousand points or more), eight silver awards (two 
thousand points or more), twenty-six bronze awards, 
three special awards (one thousand or more) and thirty-
five credit awards (five hundred plus). Two students won 
special awards.

National Latin Exam

In March this year, students of Latin from Years 9 to 12 
participated in the National Latin exam organised by 
the University of Mary Washington, Virginia, U.S.A. Each 
year, students are assessed on the grammar, history and 
mythology common to the world of ancient Rome. This 
year, students from the various years achieved highly.

On Thursday, 13th August, the Year 9 Latin class participated 
in the annual Year 9 Reading Competition held this year at 
Sydney Girls’ High. Students presented a choral reading of 
an extract from Virgil’s epic, ‘The Aeneid’, an extract full of 
drama and tension that describes the sudden appearance 
of two monstrous serpents on the Trojan shore; their 
arrival resulting in dire consequences for the Trojans. 
Although they did not place, the Year 9 Latin boys from High 
presented well, recited clearly, and in a well-controlled 
manner, befitting the scene described by the piece. The 
night was well-attended and was followed by a sumptuous 
feast (appropriate to a Roman event), along with some fun 
and games involving dancing to the Hokey-Pokey in Latin!

National Chinese Eisteddfod

New York//New Orleans//San Francisco//Los Angeles (03/04/2015-19/04/2015)

New York

Bundanon Year 11 Visual Arts and Year 10 Visual 
Arts and Visual Design

A Visual Design Perspective The Bundanon Art Camp was an 
excursion experienced by the Visual Art and Visual Design 
students of Year 10 and 11 from the 23rd to the 25th of March. 
During this excursion we were able to fine-tune our skills 
and learn some new ones over the three days. The first day 
comprised of a tour of the original Boyd homestead and 
Arthur Boyd’s studio. The tour of the concourse lasted well 
into the afternoon— when we headed to the Riversdale 
Centre. The night’s activities included the life drawings of 
a movement and the form of a model. The second day had 
the Visual Design students separated from the Visual Art 
students to work on different items. The design students 
created a book made of the cartographic features of the 
Bundanon vicinity with inclusions of Arthur Boyd and 
student-made designs. At night, all the students engaged 
in night-time photography using various light sources 
from phones and flashlights to create light paintings with 
digital SLRs. On our last day, we analysed and investigated 
the architecture of the Riversdale Arthur and Yvonne 
Boyd Centre, where we spent our nights and days. A long 

drive back to school ended our camp experience. Jack

A Visual Arts Perspective The Bundanon estate was donated 
to the people of Australia as a gift from Mr. and Mrs. Boyd, 
who held a firm belief that “you can’t own a landscape”. 
Currently, Bundanon serves as an internationally renowned 
retreat for artists (of all kinds) to explore their practices. 
Our arrival at Bundanon was followed by an introductory 
tour of the original Boyd homestead and Arthur Boyd’s 
studio, a showcase in their study centre and a talk with 
a current artist-in-residence, which lasted well into the 
afternoon. We then travelled to our dormitories and had 
our first workshop on Monday night – life drawing of the 
movement and forms of the human figure through the 
study of a model. The next day, Visual Arts and Visual 
Design split off into two groups, so I will only describe my 
own experiences in the Visual Arts course. We started by 
drawing three different perspectives of an animal skull on 
three different coloured pieces of paper using a different 
medium each time and I was stunned to find out that we 
were to tear up our drawings and present the pieces on 

black cardboard afterwards. This was a healthy challenge 
to our traditional art-making techniques. In the afternoon, 
we created a collage from B&W prints of parts of the human 
anatomy and selected small parts of it to use as the subject 
matter for a larger scaled up drawing in charcoal, leading 
to some interesting designs. In the evening, we worked 
on presenting an abstracted view of the Australian bush 
that surrounded our dorms, incorporating leaf rubbings 
and drawings on paper bags to the effect of artist John 
Wolseley. At night, both groups engaged in night-time 
photography using sparklers and torches to create designs 
out of light. On our last day, we reflected on our experiences 
at Bundanon and created landscape drawings of the area 
using oil pastels.

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Year 10 Visual Arts

Year 10 attended Art Express and the Popism exhibitions at the AGNSW. Students investigated the traditions of the figure 
in Western Art. Their practical explorations included large clay figurative sculptures, plaster casts of body parts and life 
drawing at the Bundanon Art Camp. In second semester students explored the subconscious and the imagination in a 
series of drawings and prints. 

Year 9 Visual Arts

Year 9 Visual Arts students began the year with the Modernism and Abstraction component of the course. This worked 
well with some fabulous exhibitions at the AGNSW. Students went on an excursion to the Popism exhibition and also 
explored the permanent collection in direct relationship to their course content. In the classroom students composed 
small structures whilst listening to music, mimicking rhythms and forms. The course pushed them to analyse abstraction 
and foster an understanding and appreciation of its development in Modernist practice. This culminated in a painting 
which explores form, colour and various applications of acrylic techniques and mediums.

In the latter part of the year students analysed the various ways cultures and artists have expressed power through art and 
architecture. Through the study of historical and current artists students gained a realisation that art practice can be a 
potent voice for exploring controversial issues. Picasso’s Guernica was explored and appropriated in this context. Students 
examined contemporary issues and responded to them using mixed media techniques, including drawing, collage and 
stencilling.
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Year 8 Visual Arts

In 2015 Year 8 students explored the continuing cultural significance of hybrid creatures in society during Semester One. 
Students produced imaginative composite oil pastel drawings and clay sculptures. They investigated and presented 
findings about iconic hybrid forms from art history. In Second Semester students honed perspective drawing techniques, 
colour mixing and painting techniques to produce a range of responses to the interior spaces at home and school.

Year 7 Visual Arts

The 2015 Year 7 students investigated two major themes: self-identity and animals. Students began the year investigating 
facial proportions, personal symbols and drawing techniques to produce tonal self-portrait drawings and digital composite 
portraits. Students explored Adobe Photoshop, portraiture throughout Western Art and traditional drawing techniques 
in their exploration of this theme. Students were then required to reinterpret their two dimensional works into sculpted 
clay masks. 

Semester two began with an excursion to Taronga Park Zoo where students investigated and responded to a variety of 
animals. Back in the classroom students worked from these direct experiences to produce an expressive ink drawing and 
an artist’s edition of lino prints.
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Year 9/10 Introductory Filmmaking And Digital Media

In 2015, our Year 9 and 10 Filmmaking and Digital media 
students wrote professionally formatted film scripts, 
learned how to operate HDV video cameras and DSLR’s, 
sound equipment, non-linear editing software including 
Adobe Premiere Pro and After Effects and produced a a 
number of short films and a trailer. 

During the production of these films, the students worked 
in teams and alternated their crew roles between director, 
scriptwriter, cameraperson, sound manager and editor. 

Our students researched the various conventions of 
film genres and composition techniques. Film industry 
formatted screenplays, shot lists and storyboards were 
also mastered by our students. They studied films and the 
role of the auteur and wrote about the use of character 
and casting, setting, mis-en-scene, camera work, mood, 
soundtrack, and props.

Film competitions our students entered this year included 
Tropfest, Woollahra Photographic and Short Film Prize, 
Waverly Youth Art Prize, V-Fest Film Festival, Robin 
Anderson Film Awards and Screen It.

Jack Zhou’ film Jack the Communist gained second place at 
the Waverly Art Prize and Jonathan Li’s Autobiography was 
Highly Commended. 

We encouraged cross-curricular themed projects, 
including autobiographical and Shakespearean themes. 
Some excellent short films were made based on the 
Macbeth play. The students rewrote a Macbeth scene into 
a film script, using colloquial language and a contemporary 
setting. They completed storyboards, shot lists, auditioned 
actors, filmed their scene and finally edited it into a short 
film. This activity enriched our students understanding 
of the course content in English, harnessed their time 
management skills and teamwork while developing their 
filmmaking techniques and visual storytelling.

Students participated in an excursion to the Adobe 
office where they made a film in an intensive filmmaking 
workshop. Here are some images from our students’ work 
this year.

Year 10 Visual Design

Over the year students were involved in the annual Student 
Planner competition after attending the Popism exhibition 
at AGNSW and Daniel Cai’s Campbell Soup (for Year 7) 
and Jason Huo (for Year 8) were the selected designs. 
Students studied a graphic designer. They attended the 
three day Bundanon Art Camp and produced stunning 
books. Students were involved in rotoscoping and stop 
motion animation with Film and Visual Arts classes in 
a collaborative task. They ended the year designing and 
producing skateboard decks.

Phase Three of the collaborative canteen mosaic wall had 
four finalist designs, each one innovative and creative in 
its own way Henrick Michael’s design, ‘Panoply Cascade’ 
was chosen.

The diamond tessellation created the basis of the design 
and served as a complementary backdrop for the vibrant 
red and yellow wave gradient. The diamond motif is present 
throughout all of the designs to date. To me the diamonds 
represented the myriad of colours found in the Australian 
sky. The wave gradient was inspired by the ubiquitous 
red sand dunes found throughout the Australian Simpson 
desert. These dunes are surprisingly malleable, shifting 
their size, shape and leaving memorable and unique 
patterns. My design attempted to capture the essence of 
these dunes, offering a layered and indelible appropriation 
of this geographical feature.

The Year 10 Extension Filmmaking Course

The Year 10 Extension Filmmaking course encouraged 
students to deepen their knowledge in filmmaking and 
digital media. 

Group and individual projects were undertaken, which 
explored subjective, cultural and structural values and 
beliefs. We encouraged cross-curricular themed projects 
to enrich their understanding of course content and 
concepts in other Year 10 subjects.

Film competitions our students entered this year included 
Tropfest, Woollahra Photographic and Short Film Prize, 
Waverly Youth Art Prize, V-Fest Film Festival, Robin 
Anderson Film Awards and Screen It. 

Phillippe Tung and Shang Lin’s video poem Tomb Sweeping 
Festival was shortlisted in the V-Fest film festival and was 
screened at the Chauvel Cinema. Special mention at the 
Woollahra Photographic and Short Film Prize was also given to 
Michael Qiao and Samuel Zheng’s video poem Farewell Song.

Our students wrote or adapted poetry and converted 
these into video poems, which was closely linked with the 
Cultural Studies course in English. Documentary making 
and its conventions were studied, along with various social 

issues. In Term 3 students created short animated films 
using Adobe Photoshop, Flash as well as investigating stop 
motion techniques.

During the production of nearly all of the films, our students 
worked in teams and alternated their crew roles between 
director, scriptwriter, cameraperson, sound manager and 
editor. Professionally formatted film scripts, shot lists and 
storyboards were written for each project. 

Two documentaries - The Art of Cinematography and 
40,000 Years of Dreaming; A Century of Australian Cinema 
– were studied so as to develop a global and local historical 
context to cinema. Adam Elliot and Hayao Miyazaki were 
studied through the conceptual framework and students 
presented their findings to the class allowing for deep 
analysis of the filmmakers and their films. 

Finally, the students studied the techniques of satire in film 
and then wrote their own satirical scripts and made these 
into films.

Technology and Applied Studies (TAS)

Design & Technology

Year 7 students constructed a number of smaller projects 
to familiarise themselves with working with different tools 
and materials, namely wood & plastics. The main project 
was the construction of a pencil / ‘nic-nac’ box. Students 
also design and make an acrylic key ring, door stop and 
note holder. These designs are all drawn up technically by 
hand or Computer Aided drawing programs.

Year 8 students designed and constructed one main project 
over the year, which was a Desk-Top Caddy; constructed out 
of solid timber, plywood, dowel and acrylic materials. This 
involved designing the unit from a project brief, drawing 
up the plans in Google sketch Up and AutoCAD, costing it 
in the Excel Spreadsheet program and construction in the 
practical rooms.

For the Year 8 Drawing program, students were required 
to produce working drawings of their designs using 
CAD programs. Also, another project involved students 
designing and drawing up their ‘Dream House’ in the 
Sketch-Up program.
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Year 9 students constructed a Chess Board unit with two 
draws; a challenging project developing a lot of skills with 
both machinery and hand tools. This project is a favourite 
with the boys, with all students able to take home a project 
they will keep for the rest of their lives. Students hone their 
skills on CAD programs to draw up the technical drawings 
for the unit. Students also design and make a pepper 
grinder on the wood lathe, a large machine used to turn 
cylindrical shapes. 

Year 10 students design and construct bedside tables, 
which involves the design of a draw. Students research 
existing furniture designs to be inspired to design a unit 
to suit their own bedroom space and work with standard 
ergonomics in furniture design. Designs were produced 
with the AutoCAD program. `
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HSC Design and Technology

This year, under the helm of Mr Scrivener, a small class of 
dedicated students completed their HSC course; designing 
and producing a major project in the field of their choice. 
The projects ranged from software designed programs, to 
sleeping aids and a community project, involving a solar 
powered fan for remote Aboriginal communities. The 
students produced outstanding design folios to support 
their projects and we look forward to their results at the 
end of the year. Congratulations go to Christian Haddo, 
Angelo Yan, Ethan Merrick and John Huang.

Architecture & Engineering Drawing

Year 9

The Year 9 course focussed on the elementary features of 
engineering drawing and architecture, the types of plans 
for the full development of a house design required for 
the client, builder and town planning council. Students 
finish with a set of plans for ‘The Smallest Liveable House 
Design’, completed both with Google Sketch UP and hand 
construction.

Robots and Software Development

Under the enthusiasm and skill of Mr Comben, students 
in Robotics and Software Development were introduced 
to programming using Scratch and had the opportunity to 
develop their own improved version of the popular Flappy 
Bird game. After mastering basic programming concepts, 
students challenged themselves by creating a major game 
with a theme of their choice.

Through a series of problem solving activities set in class, 
and the National Computer Science Summer School 
Programming Challenge, students had the opportunity 
learn to use the Python programming language. We 

participated in the intermediate stream of the Challenge, 
and the results were exceptional, especially given that 
many of the participants had not learnt any programming 
prior to this year. Over three quarters of the Robotics and 
Software Development students attained a perfect score, 
and almost every student achieved a High Distinction.

In the second semester, students were tasked with solving 
the real world problem of developing an autonomous 
parallel parking car using a C-based language. Students 
designed and built their robot cars using Lego Mindstorms 
kits. They worked in pairs to solve a series of complex 
challenges that eventually lead them to be able to avoid 
collisions with other cars on the road, successfully detect 
appropriate parking spots and enter them when safe to do 
so. Students highlighted the knowledge they had gained 
during the project as well as their experiences through a 
seminar presentation.

Year 10

Year 10 students’ major works focussed on the design and 
development of an ‘Apocalypse Shelter’. The brief was to 
design a space, given the limitations of a working space 
and size to accommodate up to four people. Considerations 
were ergonomics and sustainability. Students research and 
produce a design folio, which includes a full set of plans to 
go to the client.
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Competitions 

This year our students performed extremely well in the 
national competitions, managing a national winner or 
a top three position in each of the Australian Geography 
Competition, the ASX game, the UNSW Economics and the 
UNSW Business Studies competition. 

Competition Highlights      

In the UNSW Economics competition, High received eight 
prizes including the national winner, William Chen, who 
received a trophy and a $400 prize. The other boys received 
a cheque of $50-$100. The competition dealt with current 
economic issues such as inflation, economic growth, macro 
policies, the current GFC, theories, unemployment and 
environmental economics.

Competitions

Our talented students also achieved very pleasing results 
in a number of external competitions. In the Computational 
and Algorithmic Thinking competition, Dallas Yan, Tony Li, 
Kieran Shivakumaarun and John Tian were placed in the top 
percentile of competitors. Dallas Yan also achieved a Silver 
award in the Australian Informatics Olympiad. 

For the first time, a number of our Year 10 students 
joined with Year 11 Software Design and Development 
students to form a team to enter into the international 
Zero Robotics Competition. The competitors have been 
working with mentors from the University of Sydney to 
program Synchronised Position Hold Engage and Reorient 
Experimental Satellites for the International Space Station 
in a simulated environment. At this point in the first round 
of the competition we are placed sixth internationally, 
which bodes well for future rounds.

The University of New South Wales holds a national 
programming competition in which teams of three work 
together to solve complex problems using one computer. 
Out of a record two hundred and thirty teams that entered, 
our team consisting of Desmond Ho, Kieran Shivakumaarun 
and Ramachandran Kaniyur, were the top placed junior 
team, nationally, and achieved sixth place overall, which 
allowed them to enter into the final round held at the UNSW 

Open Day. Their final placing of fifth in the national grand 
final was very impressive and earnt them prize money, as 
well as a partial scholarship on their first year of study, if 
they undertake a degree at UNSW.

This year sees the retirement of long standing Industrial Arts 
staff member, Mr Clayton Kesting. Mr Kesting has always 
been heavily involved in many areas of the school, from 
being a Year Adviser, Prefect Master, Outdoor Education 
Co-ordinator and GPS Cross Country coach. His love of 
the school and the boys is clearly evident, continuing 
his teaching career, well past the age of retirement. High 
boys will miss his bellowing voice down the corridors of 
the school; striking fear into any student who dare kick a 
football in the wrong area; his gentle pat on the back after 
a tough Cross Country race and his specialised tutorage 
of the subject, Engineering and Architectural Drawing. 
The staff will miss his ‘enlightened’ presence after his ten 
day meditation courses; the mobile jingle of his daughters 
ringing three times a day for SOS; the many stories retold 
over and over and over again; his low-key gentle voice with 
his words of wisdom and the care council to all those still 
listening and his apple pies for morning tea.

Year 12 Field Trip One - Towra Point 

As part of our study on ecosystems at risk, we undertook a 
field trip to Towra Point Nature Reserve in Botany Bay. The 
emphasis of the day was to investigate spatial patterns and 
dimensions, biophysical interactions and human impacts 
on the reserve.Throughout the trip we visited various points 
of interest. The first being the old radar station site and 
the barrier swamp. Here we investigated the local plant 
life with an emphasis on migratory birds. From there, we 
trudged into the swamp, where we constructed a transect 
diagram along the saltmarsh.

 After a long trek through the swamp, where the water 
reached our knees, we entered the littoral forest and weedy 
pond. Here, we investigated management strategies used 
to contain invasive weeds.

From there, we moved to Towra Beach and visited Towra 
Freshwater Lagoon, where we looked at the management 
of erosion and the prevention measures of maintaining 
freshwater in the lagoon. After having a lunch break and 
inventing games to play at the beach, we made the long 
walk all the way back through the swamp, which had risen 
due to the tide, and back to the old radar station. Overall, 
the excursion was a new and interesting experience that 
we all enjoyed.

Year 12 Field Trip Two - Barangaroo

This year, the Year 12 Geography class went on an excursion 
to the Barangaroo and Central Park developments in the 
Sydney CBD. The excursion began with a meetup outside 
the Museum of Contemporary Art in less-than-favourable 
weather, but we continued with umbrellas at the ready, 
down to George Street in The Rocks, where we created a 
transect of the architecture, street life, vitality and noise we 
experienced, as we walked further north. The information 
we gathered along this strip of tight-knit community was 
very beneficial to our understanding of Culture of Place. 

As the excursion took us down the narrow Millers Point 
streets past rows of public housing tenements, we saw 
first-hand, the ongoing controversy surrounding the 
redevelopment of public housing in the area and the 
strong community backlash. We walked to the under-
construction, International Towers Sydney, in Barangaroo 
South, and donned safety equipment as we were led on

a tour by Lend Lease representatives, who explained the 
many ergonomic and environmental innovations in the 
building, which we discussed afterwards. The view from the 
fourth floor of an unfinished building was nothing less than 
stunning, with picturesque views across Sydney Harbour. 
After taking the noisy workmen’s lift back down to the 
ground floor and taking off our safety gear, we embarked 
on a train to Central Station and enjoyed a well-deserved 
lunch stop at Railway Square.

From there, we ventured into the new Central Park 
development, examining the way architects had 
transformed the century old Carlton United Brewery into 
an apartment building with a recycled water system and 
an expansive green roof. As we sat in the large green area 
under a giant rotating metal halo, we took down notes on 
the urban dynamics that led to the construction of the 
buildings, such as urban renewal and urban consolidation, 
and analysed the level of environmental attention taken to 
the building, including the tri-generation plant providing 
power independent of the national grid. Overall, this 
excursion really expanded our knowledge of urban 
dynamics operating in a Sydney suburb, and I thoroughly 
enjoyed it!

ASX Share Market Game - Semester One

2015 was another highly successful and lucrative game year 
for Sydney High students, with Roger Wu and Ellison Zhou, 
(pictured, Year 10), finishing third in the nation and first in 
NSW. As their reward, the students receive a cheque for 
$1,100 and the School received a cheque for $2,500! Over 
four hundred SBHS students participated in the Semester 
One game, with a total participation of some eighteen 
thousand students nationwide.

Over this Game period, the market has been quite volatile, 
moving both up and down quite a bit, and then falling 
significantly at the end of April. Our students have found 
it quite challenging, however, they were not alone as only 
thirty-six percent of syndicates finished in profit with the 
average portfolio value being $49,847.63. 

The following figures show how difficult it has been:

• The All Ordinaries (XAO) was down 3.47%

• The best performing sector was materials up 3.31% 
followed by information technology up 1.74%

• The worst performing sector was financials down 
8.34% followed by healthcare and industrials both 
down 4%+

The top stock was PanAust (PNA) up 61% due to a possible 
takeover offer followed closely by UGL up 52%, iiNet (IIN) 
and Oceanagold (OGC) both up over 40%.

Social Science
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The worst performing stocks were Sirtex Medical (SRX) 
down 29% and MMA Offshore (MRM) down 27% and 
BlueScope Steel (BSL) down 25%.

Portfolio Value: $64,461

Roger and Ellison bought and sold in the Game multiple 
times, selling some stocks and then buying them again – 
one stock he did this with a lot was with SRX. Stocks he 
invested in included BHP, BSL, NST, ASX, CCL, BLD, BCI, TPI, 
PNA, PMU, CDD, SFR, JBH, DSH, QUB, UGL, SRX, BCI, AGL, 
BK, ILU, ERA, GEM, GXL, RMD, SEA and CPU.

Strategy: “Initially, the stocks we invested in dropped 
slightly and we became disillusioned. Then, we started to 
do more research, and started to watch ‘The Business’ on 
ABC, which provided some great insights into the Share 
Market. Furthermore, we watched the US market closely for 
any possible impacts on the ASX. Overall, there was a great 
deal of luck involved in our success, two shares proved 
to be highly profitable for us; Sirtex Medical (buying and 
selling at the right time) and Resmed; in the latter stages, 
a risky trade on Blue Scope Steel almost proved fatal but 
we survived.

Year 7 History

Ancient History

Following on from the Elective History course and junior 
history, the Ancient History course gives students further 
insights into the Ancient World. Ancient History delves into 
the foundations from which our culture was built, allowing 
the students to explore and critique the actions of our 
ancestors through both self-discovery and engaging group 
discussions. Year 11 examines the tyrants of the ancient 
Greek world and the sophistication of Roman society, aided 
by an in depth analysis of the works of early historians such 
as Herodotus and Plutarch. Year 12 begin with a study of 
the archaeological sites of Pompeii and Herculaneum 
before moving on to an in-depth study of Spartan Society, 

the Greek World from 500 BC to 440 BC and a personality 
study of Xerxes.

Accelerated Modern History

The Year 11 accelerated Modern History class rose to the 
steep challenge of their very first HSC course this year, 
leaping the gap from Preliminary to HSC. With Ms Powell 
at the helm, along with generous assistance from other 
teachers in the History faculty, the number of students in 
the class remained mostly steady, and the marks soared. 
In the class, there was a consistent team spirit of helping 
one another to improve, which deterred some of us from 
getting cold feet when things went wobbly, and this very 
same spirit enabled a prevailing sense of determination 
which saw, along with hard work, a very high competitive 
standard with the rest of the Modern History cohort. 

Starting off in World War I, students tackled the core paper, 
analysing and interpreting sources as well learning about 
the issues and events of World War I. This proved to be a 
great follow up from the last topic done in the preliminary 
course; The World at the Beginning of the Twentieth 
Century, where the causes of World War I were focused 
upon. The National Studies topic of Russia and the Soviet 
Union (1917-1941) was taught at the same time of the much 
related Personality Study of Leon Trotsky (1879-1940), as an 
effective method of also continuing the preliminary topic 
of The Fall of the Romanovs, and to cover the Rise of the 
Bolsheviks. With much essay writing, planning, discussion, 
lectures, the cohort performed strongly, demonstrating 
excellent skills, study, hard work, and vast improvement 
from the preliminary course. Particularly high marks were 
scored in the Trotsky oral task, where all students showed 
their own complex and detailed perennial historian’s 
opinion on the subject matter. The last part of the entire 
course was International Studies in Peace and Conflict of 
the topic Conflict in Indochina (1954-1917), detailing from 
the origins to the end of the Vietnam War and surrounding 
circumstances.

As a member of the accelerated class, I was incredibly 
privileged to undertake a very demanding yet rewarding 
task of experiencing the HSC course early. Whilst the 
benefits are too many to list, I personally feel that it 
has helped me in all my subjects, allowing me to be 
more confident as I face off the HSC with the rest of my 
subjects in the next year, with highly developed skills 
learnt in this course from being engaged in a HSC learning 
environment a year early. On behalf of my class, I would 
like to express the greatest thanks to Ms Powell with her 
unwavering and dedicated support to us, even when she 

was on holiday, ceaselessly marking our practice papers.

“In a world where various forms of modern tyranny seek 
to suppress religious freedom, or, as I said earlier, to try 
to reduce it to a subculture without right to a voice in the 
public square, or to use religion as a pretext for hatred and 
brutality, it is imperative that the followers of the various 
religious traditions join their voices in calling for peace, 
tolerance and respect for the dignity and the rights of 
others.”

Extract from Pope Francis I speech in Independence Mall, 
Philadelphia on Saturday, 26 September 2015

Religion remains an integral component of all modern 
societies. Living with the benefits of a multicultural 
Australia, I truly believe all members have been blessed 
by the wealth of knowledge and variation this brings to a 
contemporary culture first founded on Judaeo-Christian 
ideals. Throughout our time in Studies of Religion this year, 
we have attempted to explore the concept of beliefs and 

how they have remained important to the lives of adherents 
even in our sceptic modern world. Focusing on the three 
Abrahamic religions – Judaism, Christianity and Islam – we 
have observed the variances between these monotheistic 
traditions as they reformed their societies and the conflicts 
that have arose as a result. During our discussions this year 
one point was made blindingly clear to me; there were far 
more similarities between these faiths than one would first 
assume. Through the promotion of peace and love, each 
religion helped positively shape its own contextual society, 
and build on the advancements of its forbearers, attempting 
to create a fair and ordered world. Religion cares for all 
members of society, providing adherents with the hope for 
a better life and emphasising morality and understanding 
through religious stories that promoted inherently ethical 
undertones. I implore the promotion of religion as a subject 
as it explores the ethical principles governing the actions 
of a vast portion of our contemporary society, and perceive 
that it is only through a mutual understanding and respect 
of religion by both believers and non-believers, that true 
peace and equality can be achieved across our developing 
world.

example is corrosive and destructive.

Hero leadership theory tells us that one super keen, highly 
competitive and high achieving person, who cares about 
his team, can inspire them to do great things and perform 
above expectations. Rotten apple theory reminds us that 
the wellbeing of a whole team can be jeopardised by one 
negative member. Collegial positive attitudes influence 
impressively. Let’s work together to build team success. I 
congratulate all boys who have been selected in GPS teams 
to represent their school in summer competition.

Winning cultures 
develop a unique personality and an individual spirt that 
are not capable of replication.

When high performance values and behaviours are 
combined with unique personality and spirt, a winning 
culture can develop. Traditions are also important to 
culture – rituals, heroes and language. Strong cultures 
exhibit six key behaviours. They aim high to challenge their 
members. Energy is focussed externally on training and 
competition not internally on power struggles or process. 
Everyone behaves like they own the organisation – they 
take personal responsibility for performance overall. They 
get on with the job. They are team players. They exhibit 
passion and commitment to the cause. The test of the 
strength of a culture is whether these six behaviours are 
understood, believed and widely practised.

Rowing has a long and proud history at High. It has its 
heroes - Olympic athletes, world champions and legendary 
coaches - but it has lost its winning culture over the last 

twenty-five years. One reason is that it has been worn down 
by the years of poor results, given the much hyped glories 
of the past. Another is the change of clientele at High since 
de-zoning in the late 1980’s. To rebuild a winning culture 
at High we need to reassess what winning looks like in our 
context. We have to set realistic and manageable goals that 
should be really motivating for crews because, with passion 
and commitment they can be achieved. We have to want 
to be a part of the history of the sport at High. We have to 
really want to uphold its traditions.

Every crew dreams of winning the Head of the River, yet so 
few in any GPS school realise their dreams. Nonetheless, 
they try their utmost all the way down the course. We are 
not expecting our crews to win but we are expecting them 
to show true grit and to put their bodies on the line for the 
cause. We expect them to show character. It starts in the 
head – thinking like a winner.

To rebuild a winning culture we must take small steps. 
The times you row prove what the quality of your season 
was like. The analogy is the time trial cyclist with a time 
to beat, striving on his own. The First VIII has 6.25.15 as 
its first challenge. Executing a reasonable race plan with 
manageable splits is what we require. If you do that you 
will feel like winners, whatever place you finish.

Senior Sailing

With the departure of the Year 12 students, our sailing 
program, once again, had to adapt to a different team 
dynamic, led by the Year 12 cohort. As with previous 
years, our focus early in the term was to bring the younger 
and junior sailors up, to fill in the gaps left by departing 
sailors. This was achieved through plenty of time on the 
water, and introducing skippering skills to newer sailors. 
Our primary focus in this first half was on the Saturday 
point score competition, with some promising results. Yet, 
narrowly giving away the first place, overall position, due to 
inconsistency among results; because no one skipper was 
able to stay in the top five every week, despite generally 
good scores among several skippers. However, the regular 
top ten places taken by Sydney High sailors gave hope for 
the next year; especially, as many of the younger sailors 
began to rise up dramatically in the rankings. A quieter first 
half allowed for development of the skippers in the lead up 
to 2015, where the real racing starts.

The second half of the season began the official team 
sailing season, and with a good mix of older and younger 
sailors, our focus came to building our individual skills, 
alongside our team tactics and manoeuvres. These 
included several theory lessons and sailing-on-paper to 
understand the intricacies of the rulebook, and how to 
best apply them both aggressively and defensively. With 
our main competition of Cranbrook School, Scots College 
and Ascham School all bringing stiff competition, we had 
to rapidly adapt to new strategies from opposing teams; 
many of whom trained throughout the winter. In particular, 
we began sailing to cover each other instead of aiming for 
the top two spots. This was a tactic which gave us better 
control against the stronger, aggressive teams and the 
ability to stay in the race; even if one sailor was penalized 
or targeted by the opposition. Through continual feedback 
from our coaching staff, each race provided the sailors 
valuable insight in to areas they could improve, and our 
individual strengths which could be applied to help our 
teammates; especially, in difficult or uncertain situations. 
Our results gradually improved over the term, and the final 
weeks allowed us to take on some of the top teams. In some 
rare cases, we won, due to aggressive manoeuvring and 
smart team plays. 

The CHS Sailing Regatta, held at Belmont Sailing Club on 
Lake Macquarie every April holidays, provided our sailors 
with a six-day opportunity to polish and fine tune their 

fleet racing skills, both as skippers and crews. The ever-
changing and difficult conditions on Lake Macquarie gave a 
wide range of experiences for all sailors, from twenty-knot 
winds to classic super-light conditions. The Coal Board 
trophy for the Pacer class was taken by Tiger Zhang and 
his crew, Brian Nguyen, with some very fast sailing in his 
boat ‘Sirius’ and early predictions of wind shifts. Second 
place was taken by Angelo Yan in ‘Don Roach’ and third by 
Kai Matsumoto in ‘Moves Like Jaggar’. The regatta was an 
enjoyable experience in multiple-race regattas, and gave 
many of the younger sailors lots of valuable experience.

Angelo Yan, Year 12, consistently performed well, regularly 
placing within the top ten positions in the Saturday Point 
score. During the second half of the season, Angelo further 
improved his results, placing mostly within the top five each 
Saturday to take out third place overall. Kai Matsumoto, 
Year 11, opened the first half of the season’s point score with 
multiple first places, only to waste the excellent early results 
with many mid-fleet finishes, later on. However, the second 
half of the season proved highly successful, with results 
consistently in the top three positions, mostly first place 
finishes, for an overall first place in the Saturday Point score.

We would like to thank Dr Jaggar for his continued support 
of the sailing program at SBHS, as well as our coaching 
team of Adam and Nicola South.

Following the most successful season of water polo at High 
in recent years, the 2014/2015 season began with high levels 
of optimism, amongst the returning First Grade players.

GPS Athletics

The 2015 GPS Athletics season showed a continuation 
of the change in direction of Athletics, with preseason 
training beginning from November of 2014, with high and 
consistent attendance rates by athletes in both sprint 
and endurance sessions. These sessions were led by Old 
Boy and head coach, Joshua Tassell, as well as returning 
coaches, Cristian Lozada and Miles Cole-Clarke, and 
allowed passionate athletes to establish a strong fitness 
base from which to build on in the upcoming season.

As summer sports finished, the official season had begun; 
in order to utilise the short nature of the athletics season. 
This season showed the greatest depth in high athletics in 
several years, with high attendance rates in both training 
and carnivals. This depth was evident in the results 
achieved throughout the season, with no position in the 
team definite, causing selections for the GPS carnival to 
be a struggle for coaches. This remarkable increase in 
participation reflected the success of the season, as well 
as the consistently growing interest and appreciation of 
the sport. 

On the day of the AAGPS Championships, High did not 
disappoint, with all athletes in junior, intermediate and 
senior divisions competing in the fierce competition 
against the athletes from the disciplined and conditioned 
GPS schools. The junior athletes showed their strength to 
the other schools in all events, with several top placings 
being achieved. The most impressive results were 
achieved by Kazi Hasan and Benjamin Nguyen, who had 

all achieved multiple top three results throughout the day, 
and contributed a third of the points in the junior point 
score. Kazi’s race in the U13’s 200m was the result of the 
championship, winning the race by 0.01 seconds in an age 
group older than him; also breaking the school record for 
his age group in both 100m and 200m. 

The intermediates performed well, particularly in the 
sprints, middle distance and hurdles events, claiming 
multiple top placings. Lucas Wong, Brandon Nguyen, 
Clinton So and Connor McGrath all performed exceptionally 
well, all achieving a place in the top three of their events. 
Lucas won the 100 and 200m championships despite 
constant injuries throughout the season. Brandon also won 
the 100m hurdles division, with Clinton placing third in the 
championships in his first year of athletics at High. The 16’s 
relay also performed impressively, with anchor runner Eli 
Hall sprinting from fifth place to third. 

The senior team had struggles this season with depth, but 
all athletes involved put in the necessary commitment 
throughout the season to allow for the success of the 
season to be achieved, as well as act as role models for 
the younger athletes. Leonard Mah achieved fourth and 
fifth place in the 100m and 200m, against some of the 
most impressive competition in the history of GPS. He 
also contributed to the Opens relay’s close fifth place, 
despite tearing his hamstring during his leg of the relay. 
Luke and Jayden Schofield showed their immense levels of 
endurance, by stepping up to compete in the Open 3000m 
championship and division, achieving third and second, 
respectively.

In the overall points scores, the junior team continued 
from last year achieving fourth place again, and the 
intermediate team improved from seventh place to fifth 
place. Both results were testaments to the dedication and 
hard work of all the athletes of High. The senior team’s 
eighth place may cause some dismay for many athletes; 
the younger should not at all be discouraged. Use this as 
a motivating force for the upcoming seasons, and propel 
yourselves, along with High, up to the very top of Athletics 
in the GPS competition. The potential within all our athletes 
is undoubtedly impressive, and more improvements will 
definitely be achieved through hard work and discipline in 
preseason training.

Principal’s Address

Special guest Greg Haddrick, coaches, parents, Old Boys 
and GPS competitors, welcome to our Athletics assembly 
for 2015. I acknowledge this morning the Gadigal people 
of the Eora nation as the custodians of the land on which 
we meet and pay my respects to elders past and present, 
and extend that respect to any Aboriginal people here 
today. We have developed higher expectations about our 
Athletics program over the last few years and we expect 
another strong showing at the GPS carnival tomorrow. 
Athletics MIC, Kurt Rich, has built up a great team of 
coaches and his efficient administration has made an 
impact in what is a very short athletics season that had 
to be kept going during two weeks of holidays. I want 
to acknowledge the fine job that Kurt has done with the 
athletics program, 2013-15.

Kurt and head coach, Joshua Tassell (SHS 2010), have 
grown together as a team to give Athletics back a pride 
in itself and instilled in the boys a joy of competition. 
Joshua and Eugene Lee (SHS 2014) are coaching sprints 
with Joshua Leo (SHS 2014) as a keen utility coach. Middle 
distance head coach, Lachlan Youll, ably assisted by long 
distance guy, Adam Booth (SHS 2012) and Ned Anson (SHS 
2014), has increased the depth and competitiveness of our 
distance squad. Christian Lozada, head hurdles coach, has 
given our jumpers enhanced self-confidence and a much 
better technique. We are hoping to improve our finishing 
positions in quite a few hurdling events.

Andrew Walters (SHS 2003) joined Athletics this year to 
coach shot put. He has put a lot of emphasis in improving 
our technique. It is too early for much improvement to 
come through but the future of our shot put contingent 
looks rosier. Davina Strauss has nurtured a strong long 
jumping culture over the past two years. Our boys have 
more self-belief in this discipline. Thank you to our High 
stalwarts Wayne Baldock, Mark Gainford, Sean Creer 
and Terry Lancaster (SHS 1963) for their help at carnivals 
as managers and marshals.  You are helping to keep the 
culture of Athletics at High strong.

When people are immersed in a structure and a culture, 
surprising results can emerge. The great Australian athlete, 
Cathy Freeman, has a rightful place in the Sport Australia 
Hall of Fame ‘Great Sporting Moments’ in Australian sport. 
Her inspirational win in the 400m at the Sydney Olympics 
in her distinctive full length running suit was a wonderful 

national moment. However, her effort was no one-off 
highlight or lucky run. Ten years earlier at age sixteen, 
she had won a gold medal at the Commonwealth Games 
in Auckland in the 4 x100m relay. In 1994 she won gold 
in the 200m and 400m at the Commonwealth Games at 
Victoria in Canada. In 1996 she won a silver medal in the 
400m at the Olympic Games in Atlanta, followed by world 
championship 400m gold medals at Athens in 1997 and 
Seville in 1999. Cathy had a long and very distinguished 
career, but how was it possible for her to become an 
international athlete?

Building up a routine of disciplined training in early life 
is an effective platform from which to launch a full time 
career in Athletics. Until age thirteen, Cathy was mentored 
in her sport by her stepfather, Bruce Barber. He recognised 
and developed her talent and had the prescience to 
know when professional coaching would be needed for 
her to reach her potential. Cathy moved to Kooralbyn 
International School as a fourteen year old to be trained by 
Romanian Mike Danita, who was to become her long-time 
coach and mentor. Danita designed for her a strict training 
and lifestyle regime. Three years later she was running 
for Australia. She had the motivation, physical attributes, 
psychological capacity and the right opportunities on offer, 
to convert her natural gifts into performance talent.

Hard preparation over a sustained period is always a 
precursor to success in Athletics, as it is for most activities 
performed at an excellent level. The ‘10,000 hours rule’ 
applies. Given our small population, distance from strong 
competition and with Southern Hemisphere seasonal 
issues, it is rare for Australia to produce world class 
athletes in track and field. Cathy had the talent, the drive 
and the right people mentoring her and she became a 
significant international athlete. 

Athletes need to get the right training while at school in 
order to develop excellence later in their lives. High runs 
a very good Athletics program. We have the people, the 
program and the facilities. Be inspired to participate by 
the example of the GPS Athletics team to be introduced to 
you today. As customary, I wish all of the boys selected in 
events for tomorrow’s carnival a PB performance. I hope 
many High boys will be there to witness your efforts.

Thank you Josh for 
all the efforts you have put into us throughout these years, 
allowing for one of the most enjoyable and successful 
seasons to be completed.

CHS Athletics Report

From September 3rd to 5th, High Athletics competed 
in the annual Combined High School (CHS) Athletics 
Championships. Following the impressive results from 
GPS, the expectations of our results were very high. The 
athletes were keen to showcase their talents, by continuing 
to train despite their own winter sport commitments, 
aiming to help High retain the Kippax Cup for the third 
year in a row. Over the three days, High was able to win 
eight medals: one gold, four silver and three bronze. This, 
along with strong placings in various events allowed High 
to successfully retain the Kippax Cup (Best non-sporting 
boys’ high school) for the third year in a row. 

In the U12’s, Kazi Hasan did not disappoint following his 
superb results at GPS, bringing home the silver in the 100m 
and 200m events; with his relay also managing to collect 

a silver medal. His races were considerably impressive, 
considering some niggling injuries disrupting some of his 
training in the lead up to the championships. These results 
reflect his potential as an elite sprinter, and big results 
are to be expected from him in the future. Ikko Arimoto 
comfortably won the U12’s 800m final, just 0.2 seconds 
shy of breaking the school record. In the U13’s, Ben Nguyen 
displayed his talents in all areas of athletics, competing in 
the 100m, 200m, hurdles and long jump. He collected a 
silver medal in the long jump, and a bronze medal in the 
hurdles. He was 0.01 seconds off the silver medal position. 

In the U15’s, the 4x100m relay finished fourth, despite 
missing GPS champion, Lucas Wong to a season ending 
injury. Brandon Nguyen raced in the hurdles, qualifying for 
the final in hurricane like conditions. In the U16’s, Stephen 
Young ran a five second PB in the 800, running 1:59:42 and 
collecting a bronze medal in a very tight finish, where half 
a second separated the top four placings. Conor McGrath 
came fourth in the U16’s 1500m. These results show the 
potential for High Athletics to continue to grow and 
improve in the future. 

In the U17’s, Kevin Fan came seventh in his hurdles final, 
an agonising result, considering 0.2 seconds separated 
second to seventh place. The 17+ relay qualified for the final 
as second fastest, and led the race comfortably in the final; 
but an error in the final change caused a disqualification to 
occur. Luke Schofield came commendable second in the 
17+ 3000m final event.

These remarkable all round results, resulted in High 
winning its third consecutive Kippax Cup, reflecting the 
depth prevalent in the Athletics team. Congratulations to 
all the boys who competed at the carnival, as it is always 
a massive achievement and honour to compete at such a 
high level. I must also thank all the coaches involved in 
the program, and MIC Kurt Rich for organising and making 
everything in the program possible.

CIS Report

This year, only two High athletes were selected to compete 
in the CIS Carnival, representing GPS. These two boys were 
Kazi Hasan and Ben Nguyen. In the U12’s 200m, Kazi ran 
25.65 to win the race by more than a whole second. In the 
U13’s, Ben ran 26.2 to finish fifth in the 200m and 14.38 to 
win the hurdles. Both athletes made the CIS Secondary 
Athletics Merit Team of 2015. Congratulations, boys.

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MIC Report

The 2015 GPS Cross Country season continued its 
overwhelming success this year in regards to participation 
and competition. At the end of season GPS Cross Country 
meeting, it was also noted across all schools that this 
season was the biggest thus far, in regards to the total 
numbers of participants. SHS remains the largest cohort in 
the combined competition.

Now that the culture of Cross Country is well established 
as a serious and competitive GPS sport, students are more 
attracted to the sport as a viable choice. The culture exists 
where every students is encouraged to put in their one 
hundred percent effort, regardless of what position they 
may gain across the finish line.  

Results

The 2015 season was High’s best results in the GPS 
competition, in its short history as a GPS sport at this 
school; taking out the U16 Championships for the first time 
in twenty years! Most encouraging is the Under 16’s (first 
place) and Under 14’s results (fifth place), which we are 
focusing on for the two year plan for SBH Cross Country.  
The Open’s team (sixth place) was small in size, and having 
lost two of our strongest runners in Kenneth Liu and Steven 
Chung last year, we are in a rebuilding stage for this age 
group.  The U14’s are also rebuilding after losing many 
runners, up to the U16 division this year and welcoming 
new athletes into the sport. We are very pleased with these 

results, given the caliber of the students that XC started 
with this year. The U16 & U14 squads are the bigger groups 
and we are pleased with the level of improvement (both 
position & times) from last year’s results and from the 
beginning of the season to the end of the season.

A focus for the boys was to improve their GPS position with 
every race; many were able to achieve this and also improve 
their 1.6km run for PE. The U16 squad was the highlight of 
the year, with Luke & Jayden Schofield leading the pack 
every week. Luke Schofield placed first almost every week 
with Jayden in the top three on most occasions. They were 
supported very strongly by Eric Holmstrom, Nicholas 
Katsilis, Stephen Young, Connor Mc Grath, Jonathan Lee 
and Harrison Li.

Prospects for future depth and success look very promising 
with the current U14’s squad showing excellent results, 
from students who have only just started Cross Country 
this year.

The CHS Season was another impressive year with the 
following boys going to the State Championships: Ian Zhou, 
Manil Abeysekera, Johnson Lin, Symeon Papadopoulos, 
Jayden Schofield, Luke Schofield, Nicholas Katsilis, 
Stephen Young, Eric Holmstrom, Conor McGrath, Harrison 
Li and Jonathan Lee. 

During the weekend of the 29th and 30th of August, 
Jayden and Luke Schofield competed at the National Cross 
Country Championships in Melbourne, Victoria.  This was 
the second time for Luke, at representing NSW at this level 
and the first time for his twin brother, Jayden. Luke and 
Jayden placed eighteenth & thirty-third, respectively in the 
U18 race (from the younger 16 age group of the 16/17 race).  
As 16 year olds, they were fourth and tenth, nationally. They 
finished just twenty-four seconds apart; a minute behind 
the national champion, highlighting how competitive the 
race was.  

Jayden had a very strong finish, overtaking a few 
competitors in the last two hundred metres of the race, 
and was very happy with his first national event. He didn’t 
leave much in the tank as the photo below shows! The NSW 
team was dominant with six in the top ten of their race.

On the Monday, a relay was contested, state vs state, to 
wrap up the weekend of racing. This was followed by an 
Individual 3km Time Trial - road race. Luke was entered 
in the time trial and won his age group in a fast time 
of 9min18sec for the 3.1km course. This is Luke’s first 
Individual medal at a National level and it was GOLD!

Following from the success of last year’s first Cross Country 
end of season awards dinner; we held our second such 
event in the Great Hall. It was an honour to have Dr Jaggar 
as our special guest, and he was able to award some of the 
prizes for the boys. This is our third year where trophies,

Debating, Rifle Shooting & Volleyball Assembly

Special Guest the Honourable Justice Margaret Beazley 
AO, staff, students, coaches and representative teams, 
welcome to our debating, rifle shooting and volleyball 
assembly. GPS winter competition has concluded for rifle 
shooting, commenced for volleyball and yet to begin for 
debating. We gather together this morning to recognise 
and acknowledge all our teams competing in winter GPS 
competition.

High’s highly regarded debating program is being expertly 
managed by Rachel Powell again this year. I thank her 
again on your behalf and commend our expansion into 
legal and UN debating competitions that she initiated. So 
far, High has won the Year 12 Eastside competition and the 
Year 10 FED. Thank you to Rowena Barr, Madeleine Rigby 
and Jeannette Cook for their assistance with PDC teams. 
Thank you for all your efforts to our long-serving Debating 
Supporters Group President, Craig Phillis, who is in his last 
season. Dora Shapiro has managed the renowned High 
suppers with a dedicated team of helpers. Thank you so 
much Dora. Head Coach, Justin Chan (SHS 2010) provides 
invaluable organisational assistance to the program. 
Second grade GPS is coached by Chris Chiam (SHS 2012) 
and Angud Chawla (SHS 2010) is mentoring our First grade 
team. Thank you, Chris and Angud.

The influential TV journalist and experienced interviewer, 
Diane Sawyer, provided a good insight into debating skills 
when she said: “I think the one lesson that I have learned 
is that there is no substitute for paying attention”. Good 
debaters listen intently to what the other speakers are 
saying and if they think of a useful rebuttal idea, they write 
it down for their appropriate speaker. Inattentive teams 
frequently miss key statements by the opposition, strong 
or weak, and may put themselves at a disadvantage as the 
momentum of persuasion of the contended issue flows 
back and forth with each speaker. Acute listening skills 
really assist debaters to succeed.

Debating and public speaking skills increase self-confidence 
and promote self-efficacy - supporting participants with 
capacities to persuade, inspire, motivate, or move others. 
History’s great leaders gathered people to their causes by 
espousing clear ideas charismatically transmitted through 
powerful speech. The rhetorical arts were highly prized in 
classical Greek society as fundamental to the democratic 
process. Politicians today have the startling ability to 
persuade themselves (and intermittently the majority of 
the public) of contradictory policy positions – without 
the blink of an eye, hesitant falter in the voice, or guilty 
flush of the cheek. Speaking persuasively is a vital skill for 
debaters.
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We all need to develop better our capacity to understand 
an argument. Debating helps students to do that. 
Debating as an art, derives much of its challenge from 
creatively imagining the opposite possibilities inherent in 
any proposition. It requires the ability to take on a role, 
to dissemble as a true believer in a cause, and to propose 
arguments and feign emotions that may be antithetical 
to what you really, think, argue or feel. You are asked to 
be an intellectual chameleon. You need to be an instant 
expert on current affairs, economics, sociology and 
psychology. Debating training and participation provide 
students with a balanced understanding of the inherent 
complexity in life and an enhanced proclivity to perceive 
alternative points of view and approaches to problems. 
These skills are highly prized in the world of work. Because 
of its educational benefits in building reasoning, problem 
solving, creative thinking, precise listening, persuasive 
arguing and confident speaking, our debating program is 
very important at High.

Our volleyball program has been the most successful 
sport at High for a decade. This year the glacial pace of 
GPS change finally recognised volleyball as an official 
sport. We have started the competition well with a couple 
of GPS wins. Earlier this season, our teams won the NSW 
All Schools Tournament in U15, U16 and Open Divisions 
– a very impressive achievement. Thank you to our long 
serving MIC and master coach, Michael Kay and to Patrick 
Parker, Everrett Coan, Kerryn Ibbott and Wayne Baldock for 
their work with the boys. A special thanks to our Old Boy 
coaches, Pinyan Gao, Kevin Lu and Gordon Qin.

Our target rifle shooting program has great depth and 
is ably led by MIC Cathy Meaney with great support 
from Daniel Comben. First Grade won the All Schools 
Competition this year but were runners up again, at the 
GPS two-day competition this week. The boys won the 
NRA Shield which has been contested since 1885 and 
won for only the fifth time, in that time. The boys had a 
strong season and achieved very well, despite this week’s 
disappointment.

For all three weapons; foil, 
epée and sabre, we competed in both team and individual 
events, with a number of podium places to reward our 
fencers’ incredible efforts.
