Year 11 Reports

Too many students have not yet discussed
their progress with me. Clearance Forms have
been issued to all boys and they should be
meeting their commitments. The boys are
deciding on their courses for the HSC and it is
imperative that | speak to them all before
Thursday 24 November. Please ask your son
for his report and his plans for courses for
2017. Boys need to start focussing on the
important months of HSC learning ahead! As
from 24 November, strong negative
consequences will have to be applied to force
boys to comply with school policy. They will be
considered not to have commenced Year 12 if
they have not met their commitments for Year 11.

Personal Security
To protect personal valuables, the school has
taken the  following
measures. First, it has
provided lockers for all
boys who require them at
a nominal  charge.
Second, it made laptop
lockers available for a
nominal charge. Third, in PE classes and at
sporting events a ‘valuables bag’ is held by
teachers and students are encouraged to
lodge with them any wallets, phones, keys and
other important items that students may have

in their possession. Finally, the school has
some active CCTV cameras recording
movements in high risk areas. It is important
that parents reinforce with students the need
to be responsible with valuables. Any cash
brought to school for school purposes should
be taken immediately to the main office for
processing or safekeeping. Despite the best
efforts of the staff and students, too much theft
has occurred at High this year. The school
response to this troubling outbreak is to
reinforce our existing measures and to add
supervision in areas where bags are left
unattended. Teachers are being asked to be
especially vigilant on playground duty and
around the Great Hall during examinations
when unattended bags are seen. Regrettably,
it also means that our renewal and extension
plans for CCTV will need to be fast tracked and
will be funded as an item in the 2017 budget
allocation.

Traffic Movement on School Grounds
Staff members have complained that car
spaces in the Cleveland Street car parking
area are unavailable in the mornings due to
parents occupying the spaces waiting in their
cars or parents blocking access to spaces.
School policy is that parents are asked to enter
Cleveland St. via gate one and drop off boys at
the end of the tennis courts and then proceed
out through gate two. Cars driving through the
car park and doing three-point turns near the
bus bay and driving out again cause
congestion and can prove hazardous to
pedestrian traffic through the area. The safety
of our students is paramount. Parents are
asked to try to stay out of the car park area
around the gym.
