Transitioning to LMBR
We ‘go live’ on Monday. That means that the
OASIS system will be closed down and its files

archived. All our students’ records from ERN
will be uploaded into the new system.

We have to
work with only 18 ‘cost centres’ instead of our
50 or so ‘dissections’. We have to use state
wide ‘internal orders’ and establish bespoke
ones for some of our activities. There are many
changed practices to be internalised and our
SASS colleagues will be working hard to
prepare our complex accounting activities to fit
the new arrangements. All of the above means
that we are not going to be able to reopen for
normal ‘business’ until at least July 31%t. To
those groups planning and organising
celebratory functions for the end of the winter
season, it means extra work will be needed to
track transactions. We will be able to receipt
payments manually and return the funds in
cash but we will not be able to supply lists of
those who have paid. Committees or
Managers in charge, will have to keep track of
paid up participants independently of the
office.

Debating students show more maturity in the face of
adversity, considering they have to learn to be gracious in
victory or defeat, and tend to develop stronger relationships
with peers and mentors than other students. Many top
corporate executives and high-ranking officials in all branches
of government are former high school debaters. It is gratifying
to know that our program attracts so many boys to participate
in it, given the long term benefits that they will derive from their
experiences in high school debating.
